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N.Y. Mob Boss Found Dead In Quebec
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The body of an alleged
Mafia boss, who U.S.
authorities said once
headed New York's noto-
rious Bonanno crime
family, was fished out
from a river north of
Montreal on Thursday.
Reports identified the
body as Salvatore Mon-
tagna, although police
wouldn't immediately
confirm or deny the iden-
tity. Nicknamed "Sal The
Iron Worker," he owned
and operated a success-
ful steel business in the
U.S. The FBI once called
him the acting boss of
the Bonanno crime fam-
ily, prompting one of New
York's tabloids to dub
him the "Bambino Boss"
because of his rise to
power in his mid-30s. His
death is the latest in a
series of Mafia-related
killings and disappear-
ances over the last two
years. Montagna was
considered a contender
to take over the deci-
mated Rizzuto family.
Montagna was born in
Montreal but raised in
Sicily and, although he
moved to the United
States at 15, he never
obtained U.S. citizenship.
The married father of
three was deported to

= on illegal
gambling. He pled guilty to
the minor charge, but it
made him ineligible to stay
in the U.S. Montagna had
no criminal record in Can-
ada and re-entered this

country without any trouble.

His arrival in Montreal oc-
curred just months before
members of the Rizzuto

family began being killed.
The FBI had called Mon-

tagna the acting boss of the

Bonanno crime family, an
allegation his lawyer pub-
licly denied. The Bonanno
crime family is one of the

five largest Mafia families in

New York, one of the noto-
rious criminal gangs that
formed the original Com-
mission, along with Al Ca-
pone and Lucky Luciano.
The Bonannos also had
close ties to the Montreal
Mafia. There had been
speculation that Montagna
had been part of the new
Mafia leadership in Mont-
real and was trying to reor-
ganize the leaderless
group. His death comes
just two months after an-
other man with Mafia ties,
Raynald Desjardins, nar-
rowly escaped death in a
shooting in Laval, a suburb
north of Montreal. Desjar-
dins had close ties to Vito
Rizzuto, the reputed head
of the Montreal Mafia who

is currently imprisoned
in the United States. A
rash of killings and
disappearances in late
2009 and early 2010
decimated the opera-
tion and have robbed
him of many of his
closest family mem-
bers. Rizzuto's father
and son were gunned
down, as were other
friends, while his
brother-in-law simply
vanished. Montagna
became the latest
name on the list. A
provincial police
spokesman said
Thursday that a private
citizen called just after
10 a.m., having spot-
ted a body along the
shores of the L'As-
somption River. The
same person also re-
ported to local police
that he heard gun-
shots, but Sgt. Benoit
Richard said he could-
n't confirm just how the
victim died. "When
(police) arrived, they
saw a man lying near
the river, they took him
out of the water and
started doing CPR with
the help of the emer-
gency personnel,"
Richard said. "The

man was transported to
the nearest hospital
where he was pro-
nounced dead." Richard
said police will await the
results of an autopsy,
scheduled for Friday, to
determine the cause of
death.
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Obsessed With Obama

A man clad in black who was
obsessed with President
Barack Obama pulled his car
within view of the White
House at night and fired shots
from an assault rifle, cracking
a window of the first family's
living quarters while the presi-
dent was away, authorities
said. The U.S. Secret Service
found two bullets had hit the

Ortega-Hernandez in Pennsyl-
vania on Wednesday after a
four-day search. Police ar-
rested the 21-year-old Idaho
man at a hotel after a desk
clerk recognized his picture.
Ortega was scheduled to
make his first appearance at 2
p.m. Thursday in federal court
in Pittsburgh and many ques-
tions remained about his mo-
tive and background. Authori-
ties are investigating the

man's mental health and say
there are indications he be-
lieved attacking the White
House was part of a personal
mission from God, according
to a law enforcement official
who spoke with The Associ-
ated Press. There are also
indications the man had be-
come obsessed with Obama
and the White House, accord-
ing to two officials, who spoke
on the condition of anonymity
because the investigation is
ongoing. Shots were fired at
the building Friday night.
Agents discovered Tuesday
that one of the two bullets hit
the exterior and a second
cracked a window on the sec-
ond floor residential level, just
behind the rounded portico
visible from the south side of
the White House. That bullet
was stopped by protective
ballistic glass. The window
that was hit is in front of the so
-called Yellow Oval Room,
which is in the middle of the
family's living quarters.

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A man with a gun was shot
by police inside the business
school at the University of
California, Berkeley, after
hundreds of students and
anti-Wall Street activists
descended on the campus
for a day of protests. The
shooting occurred at the
Haas School of Business on
the east side of campus

about a half-mile (half-
kilometer) away from the pro-
test site. Ute Frey, a spokes-
woman for the university, said
officials did not yet know
whether the suspect was part
of the Occupy Cal movement.
University officials said a man
carrying a gun was seen by a
female staff member in an
elevator at the business
school after 2 p.m. The staff
member called police at 2:17
p.m., saying she saw the man
remove the gun from a back-
pack. Police said they arrived
at 2:19 p.m., and had to locate
the suspect in the building.
Officers found the suspect in a
third-floor computer room

where there were at least four
students, university officials
said. The suspect raised the
gun and was shot by an offi-
cer, according to the school.
At the time, the four students
were between the officer and
the suspect, said UC Chancel-
lor Robert Birgeneau at an
afternoon news conference.
None of the students were
hurt. No further details were
immediately released on the
shooting. The condition of the
suspect was not immediately
known.

Mexico Recaptures Escaped Inmates

Six inmates from the last
island penal colony in the
Americas were recaptured at
sea after they used buoyant
containers and wood planks
to try to swim to freedom in
an escape reminiscent of the
1973 movie "Papillon." The
Mexican navy said the in-
mates used empty plastic
gas or water tanks to help
stay afloat as they swam
about 60 miles (90 kilome-
tres) south of the Islas
Marias, a Mexican penal
colony where inmates live in
small houses and are nor-
mally not locked up. Prison-
ers can tend small gardens

and raise food.
The six men were
only about 60 miles
from the Pacific
coast resort of
Puerto Vallarta

M when they were
& spotted by a pass-
ing boat early
Thursday. The
boat called in a tip
to a local naval base, and
patrol boats were quickly dis-
patched to take the men into
custody. Photos provided by
the navy showed them men
sunburned but alert, and un-
happy, on the deck of the pa-
trol vessel. The men, who
range in age from 28 to 39
years, were taken back to
Puerto Vallarta for a medical
check and to be turned back
over to prison authorities.
Later, the federal Public
Safety Department, which is in
charge of Mexico's federal
prisons, said the men had
been found to be in accept-
able health and would be re-

turned to the penal colony
"within hours." The depart-
ment said the prison oversight
agency wasn't notified until
Thursday that the men were
missing from the prison, the
same day they were found at
sea, suggesting that their ab-
sence had not been noticed
when they set off on the es-
cape bid. The Islas Marias
penal colony lies about 70
miles (110 kilometres) from
the mainland, but the prison-
ers did not swim to the closest
shore, which is due east. In-
stead they apparently swam
south, either because prevail-
ing currents carried them that
way, they didn't know where
they were going, or because
they were aiming for Vallarta.
The Pacific ocean forms the
main security barrier at the
island. While dozens of pris-
oners are believed to have
tried to escape since the penal
colony was founded in 1905,
local news media reports indi-
cate few, if any, are believed

"everything was under control."
A second alert was sent at
3:03 p.m. saying one suspect
was in custody. No further de-
tails were released. It was the
first shooting since the 1980s
on the campus, police said.
"This is extraordinarily upset-
ting," Birgeneau said. The offi-
cer involved was placed on
paid administrative leave, as is
standard procedure in officer-
involved shootings. The shoot-
ing occurred as anti-Wall
Street activists were preparing
another attempt to establish an
Occupy Cal camp after a failed
effort last week led to dozens
of arrests.

That
same year, Mexico an-
nounced it would spend $2
million to revive the crumbling
prison at Islas Marias and
increase the inmate popula-
tion. Normally, about 1,000 to
1,200 inmates are held at the
facility.

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Drugs Dealers Using Kinder Surprise Eqqgs To Hide Crack Cocaine

Drug dealers are hiding crack
cocaine inside children's
chocolate favorite Kinder Sur-
prise eggs. Police made the
discovery during a raid on a
house in Birmingham which
netted large quantities of
drugs and cash. Officers
found individual rocks of
crack hidden in yellow plastic

capsules normally used to
store surprise toys hidden
inside Kinder eggs. Police
also found similar 'deals’ of
crack hidden inside a multi-
vitamin pills container. The
small deals were among
£5,000 worth of crack includ-
ing, two large slabs of the
deadly Class A drug, seized
in the raid in the Handsworth
area of the city on Thursday.
Officers also found £15,000 in
cash. The money, in £20 bun-
dles, was found in the pock-
ets of 15 coats left hanging
on a portable clothes rail.
Three men, aged 25, 37 and
38, were arrested at the prop-
erty and were last night in
custody on suspicion of pos-
sessing Class A drugs with
intent to supply. The raid was
part of a fortnight blitz on
pushers following a flood of
complaints from neighbors
fed up with their streets being

tainted by drugs. Detective
Sergeant Wayne Eley said:
'Individual deals of crack were
found wrapped in cling film in
Kinder egg tubes. This was
ready to be dealt. 'When they
are holding a sweets tube, it
might not look out of place to
a normal person in the street.’
Police have drawn up a list of
suspects they intend to
swoop on during the latest
campaign following intelli-
gence about dealers from
members of the public. A
team of 12 officers is now
raiding homes across Soho
and Handsworth where deal-
ers are thought to be operat-
ing. The move is part of wider
campaign to target criminals
following a wave of gun crime
in the area. Inspector Dean
Young said: 'We are taking
decisive action in the area to
safeguard families who live
there, and their children.' A

Cyberattack Thwarted On Royal Wedding

The head of Scotland Yard's
electronic crime division says
police thwarted an attack on
Britain's royal wedding web-
site in April.

Such attacks work by
bombarding websites with bo-
gus traffic in an attempt to
overwhelm them. The spokes-
man says the teenager is out
on bail and has yet to be
charged.

B.C. Police Rein In Teenage Vigilantes

Police in the British Columbia
community of Chilliwack are
talking to three teens who
produced their own crime-
fighting videos and posted
them on YouTube. The vid-
eos appeared to be based on
the Dateline NBC TV series
"To Catch a Predator." Police
said the boys, using the
Internet, lured men who be-
lieved they would meet a 15-
year-old girl to local McDon-

ald's restaurants and other
locations in the Fraser Valley
community east of Vancouver.
Dressed in superhero cos-
tumes, like Batman and The
Flash, the teens would then
confront the men. RCMP Cpl.
Tammy Hollingsworth the seri-
ous crimes unit is now in-
volved and is conducting inter-
views with the three boys,
aged 17 and 18. She says
police intervened because

they were concerned about
the teens' safety, and the
boys have now removed the
videos from YouTube.
Hollingsworth says police
have not identified any of the
men in the videos and are not
considering charges against
the teens at this point. "l don't
think they really realized the
scope of this and what the
consequences could have
been," said Hollingsworth.

Target Arrested

An "al-Qaida sympathizer"
accused of plotting to bomb
police and post offices in
New York City as well as
U.S. troops returning home
has been arrested on numer-
ous terrorism-related
charges. Mayor Michael
Bloomberg announced at a
news conference Sunday the
arrest of Jose Pimentel of
Manhattan, "a 27-year-old al-
Qaida sympathizer" who the
mayor said was motivated by
terrorist propaganda and
resentment of U.S. troops in

Afghanistan and Iraq. Police
Commissioner Raymond
Kelly said police had to move
quickly to arrest Pimentel on
Saturday because he was
ready to carry out his plan.
"We had to act quickly yes-
terday because he was in
fact putting this bomb to-
gether. He was drilling holes
and it would have been not
appropriate for us to let him
walk out the door with that
bomb," Kelly said. The police
commissioner said Pimentel
was energized and motivated
to carry out his plan by the
Sept. 30 killing of al-Qaida's
U.S.-born cleric Anwar al-
Awlaki. "He decided to build
the bomb August of this year,
but clearly he jacked up his
speed after the elimination of
al-Awlaki," Kelly said. Ten

Pimentel, also known
as Muhammad Yusuf, is ac-
cused of having an explosive
substance Saturday when he
was arrested that he planned
to use against others and prop-
erty to terrorize the public. The
charges accuse him of conspir-
acy going back at least to Oc-
tober 2010, and include first-
degree criminal possession of
a weapon as a crime of terror-
ism, and soliciting support for a
terrorist act. He was ordered
held without bail at his arraign-
ment later Sunday.

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Global Art Theft: From Rembrandt To Riopelle

$6 BILLION A YEA R PROBLEM

INTERPOL and law enforcement authorities
across the globe report that theft and fraud in-
volving priceless and high value art and antiqui-
ties is rising. Anthony C. Roman, CEO of Roman
and Associates, a global insurance & corporate
investigation, risk management, and security
consulting firm, has recently reported on the con-
nection between organized crime, terrorist
groups, and high value art theft. From the largest
art theft in the world valued at $300 million at the
Gardner Museum in Boston, to a handyman,
Vincenzo Perugia. stealing the Mona Lisa from
the Louvre, art and antiquities theft is a major
crime industry. It is rated third in the hierarchy
behind narcotics and weapons trafficking. Italy
alone suffers 20,000 art thefts a year, despite a
300 strong dedicated police art theft unit. Accord-
ing to INTERPOL, statistics regarding the cross-
section of art and antiquities crime are unreliable.
Although it is often touted as a $6 billion-a-year
problem, the true total of the losses is very likely
exponentially higher. Interpol attempts to main-
tain a comprehensive database of global art
thefts. This requires regular reporting by partici-
pating countries. Out of 188 member countries,
on average, only 60 replies a year are received.
Many of these countries reports are incomplete
or reflect no statistics are available. It is clear that
the United States is the most prolific consumer of
fine arts, including black market works. Annual
theft and fraud involving priceless and high value
art and antiquities appears to be rising. It is un-
matched by the limited resources of national and
international law enforcement agencies, despite
the dedicated efforts of individual police investi-
gators

ICE announced the seizure
that day of "Christ Carrying
the Cross" by Girolamo Ro-
manino i stolen as part of the
widespread Nazi plunder of
World War Il - by its Home-
land Security Investigations
(HSI). The U.S. Attorney's

Office for the Northern District

of Florida and ICE HSI filed a
seizure action against the
painting which has been on
display at the Mary Brogan
Museum of Art and Science
since March 18, 2011, and

was part of an exhibition of 50

Baroque paintings on loan
from the Pinacoteca di Brera
in Milan, Italy. Gentili's grand-
children have taken legal
steps internationally to find
and reclaim works illegally
taken from their family during
the Nazi occupation. In a land-
mark 1999 decision relating to
World War Il plunder, a
French Court of Appeals
forced the Musee de Louvre in
Paris to return five paintings to
the Gentili family, and ruled
that the auction of the Gentili
estate in Nazi-occupied
France was an illegal forced
sale and a "nullity."

Phony Hero Charged With Murders

A nurse who had claimed he
rescued patients from a fire
at a home for the elderly was
charged with murder Satur-
day in the blaze, which killed
five people and critically in-
jured 13 others. Roger Dean
was charged with four counts
of murder, and was expected
to be charged with a fifth.
Four nursing home patients
died Friday, the day the fires
ravaged the nursing home in
Sydney's suburban Quakers

Hill neighborhood. The fifth,
97-year-old Ella Wood, died
in a hospital Saturday. Dean,
35, appeared before a mag-
istrate by video link from
prison without entering a plea
or applying for bail. His next
court appearance is sched-
uled for Thursday. On Friday,
Dean had told journalists he
had braved dense smoke to
rescue the helpless patients
in his care. "l just quickly just
did what | can to get every-
one out," Dean told report-
ers. "The smoke was just
overwhelming, you know, we
got a lot of people out, so
that's the main thing." Homi-
cide Squad Detective Super-
intendent Michael Willing
said Dean was among sev-
eral witnesses helping detec-
tives with their investigation
before he was charged with

murder before dawn Saturday.
"Last night, detectives were
speaking to the man at Mt.
Druitt Police Station where
they formed the opinion that
they had sufficient evidence to
place him under arrest," Will-
ing told reporters. He would
not give details of the sus-
pected motive for the crimes,
or say what led police to be-
lieve that Dean was responsi-
ble. Willing said the crime
scene remained too unstable
and dangerous to be exam-
ined for forensic evidence.
Murder carries a potential
sentence of life imprisonment.
Two fires broke out in different
parts of the Principal Quakers
Hill home and tore through the
single-story complex before
dawn Friday. Part of the roof
collapsed, and firefighters
crawled through blinding

agencies working diligently
to correct these injustices,"
said ICE Director John Mor-
ton.

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Mexico Anti-Crime Protester Slain

An activist who publicly ac-
cused police officers of kid-
napping his teenage son was
shot to death as he drove
through his hometown in
northern Mexico, a slaying
that instantly fuelled a bitter
nationwide debate over crime
and corruption. Corrupt offi-
cials were being blamed
Tuesday by citizen activists
who worked with Ne-
pomuceno Moreno in a na-
tional anti-crime movement
that has been calling for an
end to organized crime, police
abuse and a military-led gov-
ernment assault on drug car-
tels. The prosecutor's office in
the border state of Sonora

told reporters, however, that
Moreno had a criminal past
and it was that, not activism,
which appeared to have led
to his death. Officials said
Moreno was shot at least
five times when he stopped
his van at an intersection
Monday afternoon in Her-
mosillo, the capital city
Sonora, which borders Ari-
zona. The rival accounts
echoed a wider national dis-
pute. Many Mexicans focus
the blame for tens of thou-
sands of crime-related
deaths on the incompetence
and corruption of federal,
state and local authorities.
President Felipe Calderon,

in turn, has outraged crime
victims and their families by
saying that 90 per cent of those
slain in a 5-year-old govern-
ment war on drug cartels were
themselves involved in crime.
Moreno, a 56-year-old sidewalk
seafood vendor, became one of
the most visible faces of Mex-
ico's anti-crime movement after
his 18-year-old son Jorge Mario
disappeared in July last year.
Saying masked police had
snatched his son and two other
young men, Moreno pleaded
his case directly to Calderon
last month in a meeting be-
tween the conservative leader
and members of poet Javier
Sicilia's Movement for Peace
with Justice and Dignity. Mo-
reno also said he had been
repeatedly threatened by the
men who grabbed his son,
whom he described as police
working with organized crime.
Sicilia launched his movement
after his son Juan Francisco
was killed March 28 in the cen-
tral city of Cuernavaca along
with six other people in what
officials called a case of mis-
taken identity by drug-cartel
members warring with other
criminals. The movement has

In 1997, Moreno was
jailed again on drug-related
charges, Larrinaga said.

U.S. BargainHunting Turns Violent On Black Friday

sprayed other shoppers at a
Los Angeles area Wal-Mart
store to beat out fierce competi-
tion for sought-after electronics
merchandise during a
"doorbuster" sale. The woman,
an unidentified Hispanic in her
30s, was "trying to get advan-
tage over the items being sold
on sale," when she turned a can

of mace on the other custom-
ers, Los Angeles Police De-
partment Sergeant J. Valle
said. He said at least 10 cus-
tomers, including children,
were injured during the inci-
dent at a Wal-Mart store in the
Porter Ranch neighborhood
and had filed police com-
plaints. A fire department
spokesman told the Los Ange-
les Times that 20 people were
treated for injuries from the
incident, many complaining of
burning in their throats and
skin and eye irritations.
