Police shot and killed a
28-year-old Winnipeg
man after he charged at
them with a machete in
the city's West End
neighborhood on Satur-
day night, investigators
said. Const. Jacqueline
Chaput said in a state-
ment Sunday that two
men were arguing at a
residence in the 600
block of Home Street at
about 10 p.m. CT. During
the dispute, one bran-
dished a machete and

shooting in the West End area

threatened the other
man, Chaput said. The
men didn't know each
other, she added. The
dispute ended with the
man with the machete
walking away. There
were no injuries in the
dispute, police said. Po-
lice called to respond to
the threat located a sus-
pect about a block away,
near Sargent Avenue
and Arlington Street,
police said. He was still
armed with the machete,

Chaput said. Chaput said
despite repeated demands
to drop the weapon, the
man refused and police
shot him. She did not con-
firm how many times police
fired. The suspect was
rushed to hospital in critical
condition but died not long
after. His identity is not
being released as police
are still notifying his family.
Chaput said the deceased
had "extensive" contact
with police in the past. She

would not elaborate further.

By Darren Laur - Edged
weapons are amongst the
most ancient of implements
used by human adversaries
engaged in interpersonal con-
flict. Their use tends to culmi-
nate in the premature extinc-
tion of one and sometimes
both parties. Unfortunately the
potential lethality of the blade
is not always realized or taken
into account when confronting
a knife-wielding attacker.
There is a commonly held
view that a person armed with
a knife is less dangerous than
a person armed with a firearm.
The truth is that within their
practical ranges both weapons
are capable of fatal life stop-
ping wounds. Some interest-
ing facts include:

U.K. studies:

® Edged weapon assaults
are the most commonly used
weapon for killing people (7 in
20)

® In half the incidents of
muggings on men the offender
is armed with a sharp instru-
ment

North America studies:

® One in three chance that
if faced with a subject who
had an edged weapon, you
will be attacked and injured

® Attacks with edged weap-
ons usually occur when you
least expect them

Puyallup Police Dog Stabbed

PUYALLUP, Wash. -- A police
dog that was stabbed while
helping capture a shoplifter at
a Wal-Mart store is expected
to recover. Puyallup Police Lt.

Dave McDonald said the inci-
dent began Monday morning
when two employees were
chasing a suspected shoplifter
from the store at 310 31st

their 50-foot boat, the Hunt-
ress, sailing to Vancouver
Island out of Panama. The
boat, along with a 15-foot in-
flatable dinghy and several
pieces of expensive electron-
ics, was also seized during the
arrest. Sgt. Dave Goddard of
the RCMP's federal drug en-
forcement branch told
ctvbc.ca that the street value
of the cocaine is difficult to
estimate because so many
impurities are added before
sale. If it were sold pure, how-
ever, "it would go anywhere
from $40 thousand to $50
thousand per kilo," Goddard
said. That puts the absolute
minimum value of the cocaine
at $40 or $50 million. He
added that it is too early to tell
if the smuggling operation has

Avenue SE. Investigators said
the man was trying to steal
electronics and other items,
and even cut a hole in a tarp
to pass the stolen items to an
accomplice waiting outside.
When employees spotted the
man in the act, he fled, they
said. One of the employees
caught up with the fleeing
man, but the shoplifter
stabbed the employee twice -
in the abdomen and rear end,
McDonald said. Police arrived
and Daro, a police dog that
has been with the department
since 2003, chased the at-
tacker through yards and over
fences and caught him about
four blocks from the store.
McDonald said the man
stabbed the dog twice in the
leg and neck, but Daro man-
aged to hold the suspected
shoplifter until officers arrived.
The dog was rushed to an
animal hospital and was
treated for a severed vein in

any connection to organized
crime in Mexico, where a
deadly drug war is raging. In
an RCMP statement, Solici-
tor General Kash Heed de-
scribed the drug bust as
offering a small glimpse at
the inner workings of organ-
ized crime here at home.
"This bust shows the sheer
magnitude of just one organ-
ized crime operation which
would have translated into
hundreds of millions of dol-
lars of cocaine on the
street," Heed said. The
RCMP believe that more
people are involved in the
drug-smuggling operation,
and are asking for anyone
with further information to
contact police.

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Warren Police Officer Stabbed In The Head And Face

A 20-year-old man is expected
to be arraigned Monday on
charges he stabbed a Warren
police officer in the head and
face Friday with a butcher
knife inside a home near Eight
Mile and Schoenherr Road,
police said. The suspect, only
further identified as a city resi-
dent until formal charges are
issued, is in custody and likely
to face charges including as-
sault with intent to commit
murder. Police officials said
officers went to the house at
20809 Waltham following a
complaint that the suspect
was causing problems at the
nearby Sparkle Clean Car
Wash on Eight Mile. An em-
ployee reported that the sus-
pect, who is not employed at
the car wash, picked up tow-
els and began drying a vehi-
cle. The 20-year-old man was
asked to leave. At approxi-
mately 12:30 p.m., officers
went to the house pointed out
by the car wash manager to
speak to the suspect. A
woman who answered the
door identified herself as the
suspect's sister, but he re-
fused to come out to talk to
police, Detective Lt. Michael
Torey said. When two officers
entered, the suspect ran to the
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kitchen, grabbed the butcher
knife and lashed out at offi-
cers, striking an 8-year vet-
eran of the force on the upper-
left side of his head and his
right cheek, officials said."He
came out and went to his
knees on the step," said
Gregg Duffy, who was working
on a sanitary sewer line in the
front yard of the house next
door as police first arrived at
the house. Duffy and co-
worker Ron Carnwath, both of
Carnwath Excavating in Wa-
terford, went to assist the in-
jured officer. Carnwath re-
moved his own coat and used
it to apply pressure to the law
enforcer's head wound. Mean-
time, the noisy scuffle contin-
ued inside."They were having
a hard time with him for a min-
ute or two," Duffy said."They
were telling him, "Get down!
Get your hands behind your
back!" said Carnwath, 29, of
Rochester Hills. A short time
later, officers brought the sus-
pect out of the house and right
next to the excavation co-
workers tending to the bleed-
ing officer. The officer was
transported to Henry Ford
Macomb Hospital-Warren
Campus. His injuries are not
considered life-threatening,

and he was expected to be
released later Friday or today.
Warren Police Commissioner
William Dwyer, who spoke to
the injured officer, said the
outcome could have been
much worse."We're very fortu-
nate we don't have a fatal or
critically injured officer," the
city's top-ranking police ad-
ministrator said. Officials con-
tacted the officer's wife, but
did not immediately release
his name pending notification
of additional relatives. The
officers who managed to sub-
due the suspect used a stun
gun, but it did not have the
desired impact on the man,
Torey said."It had no effect.
Finally we were able to sub-
due him with a number of offi-
cers," the detective said.
Blood was visible on the two
front steps leading to the
porch at the front door of the
home, as police evidence
technicians continued their
work and other officers stood
guard just within the yellow
crime scene tape along the
side and front yard of the
house. The suspect previously
was arrested in July on
charges of domestic violence
and malicious destruction of
property, stemming from an
incident at his mother's home
in Warren, police said. That
case has not been adjudicated
yet, police said. After a war-
rant is presented to the
Macomb County Prosecutor's
Office today, followed by an
interim bond hearing, the sus-
pect likely will face arraign-
ment Monday in 37th District
Court, Warren. A man who
identified himself as the owner
of the car wash declined to
comment for this report. The
stabbing occurred about 18
hours after police said a sus-
pected shoplifter under police
guard at Mount Clemens Re-
gional Medical Center tried to

attack a Macomb County
Sheriff's deputy during an
apparent escape attempt. The
suspect, wielding a hypoder-
mic needle, moved toward the
deputy, Macomb County Sher-
iff Mark Hackel said. As the
suspect continued to advance
at the backpedaling officer
and ignored his repeated or-
der to drop the needle, the
deputy shot the man in the
chest, killing him.

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Police Catch U.S. Inmate Who Bluffed Way Out Of Jail

An inmate serving three life
terms who conned his way out
of a Baltimore prison after
impersonating his cellmate
was captured Friday morning
in West Virginia. Raymond
Taylor, 26, of New York, was
mistakenly released from the
Maryland Correctional Adjust-

ment Center on Thursday
afternoon, said Division of
Correction spokesman Mark
Vernarelli. Taylor is serving
three life sentences for at-
tempted murder. He was
caught without incident in Mar-
tinsburg, W.Va., authorities
said. The investigation into
how Taylor was mistakenly
released is in its preliminary
stages, said Maryland Com-
missioner of Correction J.
Michael Stouffer. At 11 a.m.
ET Thursday, Taylor was
placed in a cell with an inmate
who was scheduled to be re-
leased. "That is not how our
process goes. That was a
mistake," Stouffer said. Prison
officials said Taylor was con-
victed of three counts of at-

tempted murder in 2005 but
declined to release further
details of the case. The prison
is a former "supermax” facility
that's now used to house in-
mates who are awaiting court
appearances or moving from
one prison to another. It
houses 540 inmates, 214 of
whom are federal prisoners.
Inmate passed 3 security
checkpoints Stouffer said that
on Thursday morning, a trans-
portation detail arrived at the
prison from western Maryland
with Taylor, who was due in
court on a matter not related
to his convictions. He was
placed in the cell with the
other inmate. At 1:45 p.m.,
Stouffer said, a line officer
called the name of the other

Thailand Customs Seizes lvory Worth $3.6M US

Thailand customs officers
seized almost two tonnes of
elephant tusks from Africa at
Bangkok's Suvarnabhumi
Airport 8 the country's largest
ivory seizure to date. The
tusks were hidden in pallets
whose labels claimed they
contained mobile phone parts.
Thai customs officials valued
Wednesday night's haul at
$3.6 million US. Itis a further
sign that Thailand is emerging

as a hub for the illicit trade.
Poaching of elephants in cen-
tral and eastern Africa has
intensified in recent years,
with much of the illegal ivory
exported to Asia. Officials
were acting on a tip when they
seized two pallets containing
239 tusks of African ele-
phants, said Seree Thaijon-
grak, director of the customs
department's investigation and
suppression unit. The con-

signment, which originated in
South Africa, was destined for
the neighbouring country of
Laos & apparently to avoid
detection as Laos has an
agreement with Thailand not
to check cargo in transit. A
Thai national, however, at-
tempted to pick up the cargo
and was detained, Seree said.
Customs officials suspect the
tusks would have been crafted
into trinkets and jewelry in
Thailand. Smuggling on the
rise "This is the biggest sei-
zure we have ever had,"
Seree said. "This is a real
accomplishment for Thailand.
Normally, this would have
gone right through, but we got
the tip-off." Seree said smug-
gling of ivory from Africa is on
the rise in Thailand as in much
of Southeast Asia. lvory
shipped to Thailand typically
goes to carvers, who fashion it
into Buddhist statues, bangles
and jewelry for sale to tourists
or export to other countries.

Taylor went to the
front of the cell, Stouffer
said, and handed the officer
the other inmate's ID card.
"He presented himself as the
other inmate," Stouffer said.
"He was asked for the ID
number, and he [said] it."
Twice more, Taylor was
asked to identify himself by
different prison workers,
Stouffer said. Each time,
Taylor recited the other in-
mate's ID number. Taylor
was released. Stouffer said
the mistake was discovered
about 3:45 p.m. when the
other inmate began kicking
on the cell door, demanding
to be released.

Thailand is also a transit
point for ivory forwarded to
other markets like China.

That
loophole allows them to de-
ceive authorities by claiming
their African ivory came from
domestic sources 0 a tactic
that is effective because it
can be difficult to tell the
difference between African
and Asian ivory without DNA
testing. Authorities say nine
tonnes of African ivory were
seized in Southeast Asia last
year, including three sei-
zures in Thailand.

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Police Arrest Suspect Wanted For Stabbing Officer

MEMPHIS, TN (WMC-TV) -
Memphis police arrested a
suspect Monday in the week-
end stabbing of an officer.
Officer Justina Scoggins was
on a routine patrol by herself
at Dunnavant and Dow Place
around 9:00 Sunday morn-
ing. When she confronted a
man in the abandoned apart-
ments, he stabbed her in the
arm and leg. The suspect,

Lashumaye Railford, was
taken into custody during a
traffic stop early Monday after-
noon, has now been charged
with aggravated assault.
Monday, Memphis Police Di-
rector Larry Godwin updated
Scoggins' condition. "She's
doing very well," Godwin said.
"Her spirits are good. She's
recovering." Michael Branch,
who lives nearby, saw the
aftermath of the incident. "The
police officer rolled up and
stopped over there, got out of
the car and went over there to
the back of the apartments,”
Branch said. "l guess she
chased a guy to the back, and
the next thing we know 50
police cars pull up." A Colonel
with the Memphis Police De-

partment said Scoggins was
"roughed up pretty badly", with
abrasions to the face and
body. She was taken to the
MED and later discharged.
Branch said this incident is
further proof the abandoned
apartments need to be torn
down. "People go over there
to do their dirty work," Branch
said. "It needs to be knocked
down." "If it ain't safe for a
police officer to be over there,
you know kids ain't got no
business being over there,"
said Harry Day, who also lives
nearby. "The best thing that
could happen is they do
something with them or tear
them down." Peggy William-
son with the Midtown Security
Community said they are on

the lookout for the suspect.
"People really want to do
something about crime,"
Williamson said. "I would
say to people who are listen-
ing you can get involved as
well ... find out who your
colonel is and let them know
of your support.”

Two other
officials were injured during
the incident before the at-
tacker, an unidentified police
colonel, turned the weapon on
himself, an official told The
Associated Press. Tounsi later
died in hospital, according to
the Algerian daily El Watan. A
judicial inquiry has been
opened into the shooting, Al-
geria's APS national news
agency said, adding that the
attacker had been seized by a
"fit of madness." Tounsi was
credited with his role in the
government's fight against
Islamic militants affiliated with

al-Qaeda, who have been
waging a campaign against
the government since the
1990s. President Abdelaziz
Bouteflika has launched a
national reconciliation plan
to entice extremists to lay
down their arms and reinte-
grate into society. But spo-
radic attacks have contin-
ued, including the four-day
kidnapping of a worker with
Canadian engineering com-
pany SNC-Lavalin in Janu-
ary. Algerian media have
reported that there was ten-
sion between Tounsi and
Interior Minister Noureddine
Yazid Zerhouni.

Cops.: Woman Shot After Stabbing

Police Officer

A police officer called to a
North Philadelphia house yes-
terday aftarmoendwas stabbed
in the hand and arm by a
woman who then was shot
and critically wounded by an-
other officer, police said. Offi-
cer Leon Campbell, 33, a six-
year police veteran, was ex-
pected to be released from
Temple University Hospital
after treatment late last night,
said police spokesman Lt.

Frank Vanore. The woman,
who was not immediately
identified, was in critical but
stable condition at the same
hospital, Vanore said.

When police tried
to remove the woman from the
house, she resisted and pulled
the knife, lunging at Campbell.
She was shot by a backup
officer whose name wasn't
immediately released. Vanore
said the woman's name would
be released when charges
were filed. Her relatives were

Gangs Deadlier Than Gitmo Detainees: U.S. Judge

—

The chief judge of the federal
court in Washington told law-
yers Thursday that domestic
street gangs are deadlier than
some Guantanamo Bay de-
tainees who could face trial in
U.S. courts. Judge Royce
Lamberth was speaking at an
American Bar Association
breakfast about Attorney Gen-
eral Eric Holder's recent deci-
sion to put the reputed Sept.
11, 2001, mastermind and
four accused henchmen on
trial in New York Federal
Court. Lamberth didn't refer

specifically to those five in his
comments, but rejected the
suggestion made by some
critics of Holder's decision that

U.S. courts cannot secure
defendants like terror sus-
pects held at Guantanamo.
"The gangs are more murder-
ous, | think, than some of
these people at Guantanamo,"
Lamberth said. "They've cer-
tainly killed their share of wit-
nesses here." Lamberth pre-
sided over a 2004 trial in
which six members of a gang
called Murder Inc. were ac-

cused of killing at least 31
people, including witnesses to
the gang's crimes. It was one
of the city's longest and most
tightly guarded trials. The
judge and jury were protected
by bulletproof glass. Lamberth
said he does not want to get
into a political debate about
whether such suspects should
be tried in military commis-
sions or civilian courts, but he
insisted the court system can
handle whatever cases it gets.
"Federal courts are very capa-
ble of doing this," Lamberth
said. Some critics of Holder's
decision argue that such trials
will expose national security
secrets to enemy terrorists.
But Lamberth argued a trial
judge can sort through the
classified information in secret
before anything is aired in a
public courtroom. 'Massive
hydraulic pressure' Stewart
Baker, a former Bush admini-
stration homeland security
official who attended Lam-
berth's speech, said afterward
he was not convinced on that
point. Such a trial "creates this
massive hydraulic pressure to
declassify information," said
Baker. "We can always do

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Native Gangs Spreading Across Canada

Indian Posse(IP)

Aboriginal gangs are prolifer-
ating across Canada as crimi-
nal organizations exploit the
intense poverty and squalid
conditions of First Nations
communities, says a top offi-
cer with the RCMP's aborigi-
nal police division. The gangs'
stock-in-trade includes drug
distribution, prostitution and
theft, and they're only growing
more sophisticated, said the
RCMP. "The gangs are
brought on by poverty," said
RCMP Sgt. Merle Carpenter,
who holds the aboriginal
gangs file with the National
Aboriginal Policing Services.
"They intimidate by violence
and these aboriginal youth are
just wanting to belong to
somebody." 'They are cer-
tainly increasing in numbers
and becoming more sophis-
ticated in how they do busi-
ness.'® RCMP Sgt. Merle
Carpenter While Winnipeg,
with its large aboriginal popu-
lation, is still the epicentre for
native gangs, outfits like the
Indian Posse, the Manitoba
Warriors and the Native Syn-
dicate have spread from coast
to coast and into the Far
North. "They are certainly
increasing in numbers and
becoming more sophisticated
in how they do business," said
Carpenter, who is a member
of the Inuvialuit settlement
region in the Western Arctic.
The gangs are growing
through the country's network
of jails and prisons, which act
as hotbeds for recruiting and

teaching inmates the tricks of
the trade. Inmates that are not
members of a gang when they
enter jail often are by the time
they're released, say police
officials in Manitoba. Many
prisoners simply cannot sur-
vive incarceration without the
protection of a gang.

Gang violence at 'epidemic
levels'

Last week, an aboriginal pol-
icy conference in Ottawa
heard that aboriginal youth
membership in gangs could
double in the next 10 years.
Dr. Mark Totten, a sociologist
and expert on Canadian street
gangs, released a study that
found aboriginal gang violence
has reached "epidemic levels"
in many communities. Totten
said female aboriginals are
often traded among gang
members and, as part of their
initiation, are made to have
sex with numerous gang
members at the same time.
Observers say the explosive
growth can't be combated
unless the federal government
steps up and addresses the
woeful conditions underlying
the startling trend. 'The fed-
eral government is respon-
sible for education on re-
serve and they're fallen so

far behind, they've dropped
the ball majorly on this." &
Steve Koptie, aboriginal social
worker "It's so simple that it's
hard to understand why noth-
ing's happening," said Steve
Koptie, an aboriginal social
worker who spent several
years working in the mental
health field for 21 reserves in
Ontario's northwest. "It's all
about education and employ-
ment. If we don't get youth
educated and we don't get
them ¢é
workforce, we're going to con-
tinue to watch this deteriora-
tion." Koptie notes there is
vast mineral wealth in Can-
ada's North, such as the Ring

of Fire in northern Ontario,
which can provide jobs for
many destitute aboriginals.
"The issue is how are we go-
ing to share the resources and
how are we going to make
education a priority," said
Koptie, who notes schools on
reserves get half the funding
of schools off reserve. "The
federal government is respon-
sible for education on reserve
and they're fallen so far be-
hind, they've dropped the ball
majorly on this."Calls to the
federal Ministry of Indian and
Northern Affairs for comment
were not immediately re-
turned.

B.C. has become major drug
port

B.C.'s Lower Mainland, with
its close proximity to the
United States and its coast-
line, has become a major
gateway for the importation of
drugs in the last few years,
said the RCMP. But alarm-
ingly, the native gangs are
spreading beyond the Lower
Mainland and into areas such
as Vancouver Island, the B.C.
Interior, Fort St. John in the
northeast and Prince Rupert
on the northwest coast.
Smaller gangs are springing
up in new locations with
names such as Red Alert,
Cree Boys, Native Blood and
Native Posse. They are now in
all corners of the province,
said Supt. Dan Malo, the
RCMP's officer in charge of
the Combined Forces Gang
Task Force in B.C. "In all the
locations and corners of this
province, there are people
who use drugs," said Malo.
"Where there's a consumer
base there'll always be a
seller, and that's where some

part i ci p aofdumativeigangstsdize the

opportunity.”

Gangs migrating east, north
Aboriginal gangs are easily
migrating eastward from Win-
nipeg into northwestern On-

tario as well, often using rela-
tives and friends as drug and
alcohol couriers into even the
most remote fly-in reserves,
via plane or winter ice roads.
"In one of the northern commu-
nities | was in, | met a young
man with rope burns on his
neck. He was 17 years old,
and a gang member from Win-
nipeg had been in the commu-
nity and he gave him one week
to come up with $1,500," said
Koptie. The young man de-
cided he was going to kill him-
self because he couldn't come
up with the money, he said.
"This is happening across the
country.” The criminal gangs
are even spreading as far
north as Igaluit, Whitehorse,
Yellowknife and Inuvik, said
Carpenter. Oil and gas explo-
ration means there is a "lot of
money in that neck of the
woods." "If there's money to be
made, they're going to be
there."

Boundaries are blurring
One-time geographic bounda-
ries, in which gangs used to
control certain turf-specific
areas of towns or cities, are
blurring. Now, in any given
neighborhood in Winnipeg, for
instance, all the gangs will be
represented, said Mitch Bour-
bonniere, a Metis and veteran
social worker who has spent
decades pulling aboriginal kids
out of gangs in Winnipeg. "The
higher-up guys who are
smarter know not to make trou-
ble for each other," he said.
"The police can't do it

8 RCMP Sgt. Merle
Carpenter "They've all learned
to kind of co-exist because
they all know they're all in it for
the same reason, and that is to
make money." Carpenter said
he thinks much can be done at
the community level about the
gang proliferation.
