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Taliban Releases Pakistani Policemen Execution Video

The Taliban released a
video Monday showing
fighters executing 16
Pakistani tribal policemen
in a hail of gunfire who
were captured in a cross-
border raid from Afghani-

Valley by firing squad. He
and several other fighters
then opened fire on the
policemen, who crumpled
to the ground. Several of
them were still moaning,
and one fighter walked
down the

stan earlier this summer.
The video shows the
policemen lined up on a
hillside with their hands
tied behind their backs,
standing in front of armed
Taliban fighters wearing
scarves to hide their
faces. Both the police-
men and the insurgents
are wearing shalwar
kameez, the baggy shirt
and pants common in
Pakistan and Afghani-
stan. One of the insur-
gents accused the men
of executing six children
from Pakistan's Swat

cluded a
note saying

men were captured when
the Taliban staged a cross-
border raid from Afghani-
stan on June 1 in Paki-
stan's northwest Dir district.
Pakistan army spokesman
Maj.

said the Taliban fight-
ers who executed the
policemen came from
the Swat Valley, an
area that used to be
controlled by the mili-
tant group. The Paki-
stani military launched
a large offensive in
Swat in 2009, but
many of the fighters
slipped across the bor-
der into Afghanistan.
Hundreds of Taliban
fighters crossed into
Upper Dir on June 1
from Afghanistan's
eastern Kunar prov-
ince. They killed at
least 30 members of
the security forces over
three days of fighting
before being forced
back across the border
by the military, said
Abbas. The Pakistani
military has com-
plained that Afghan
and NATO forces have
not done enough to
target Taliban sanctu-
aries in Kunar, where
the U.S. withdrew most
of its forces over the
last year. Afghanistan
and the U.S. have criti-
cized Pakistan for not
doing enough to target
sanctuaries on its side
of the border filled with
militants who regularly
launch attacks against

Massive MaiFOut Scam Amounts To 'Elder Abuse'’

A routine traffic stop ended in
jail for a Colombian man, after
Vancouver police discovered
that his rental car was filled
with mail connected to a
worldwide scam targeting the
elderly. Colombian citizen and
Florida resident Juan David
Hernandez, 28, pleaded guilty
to fraud over $5,000 in Van-
couver provincial court last
month and was sentenced to

six months in jail. Vancouver
Police Det. Rick Stewart says
Hernandez was arrested on
June 11 after patrol officers
arrested him for obstruction of
justice when he was pulled
over and gave a false name.
"When they looked inside the
vehicle's front seat, they saw
bags and bags of mail," Stew-

art said. The mail turned out to

be remittance letters contain-
ing $30 cheques from people
in Europe, Australia and New
Zealand. After investigating
further, police discovered that
Hernandez had scammed his
targets by sending letters ask-
ing for a small payment to
receive a big cash prize. "This

particular one is targeted so
directly to senior citizens. Our
victims are between the ages
of 68 and 94," Stewart said.
Stewart says that no British
Columbians were affected by
the scam, and only one Cana-
dian was a victim. The malil
was traced to four mailboxes
in the Vancouver area, receiv-
ing a total of about 200 letters
a day. Stewart says that this
bust marks the largest tele-
marketing or mail-out scam
investigators have seen in the
last seven years. "We're pretty
darn pleased with ourselves,"
he said. But he added that
police are struggling to edu-
cate senior citizens about the

dangers of mail-out scams,
and that means criminals are
able to take advantage of trust-
ing, vulnerable people. "These
people are targeting our eld-
erly. At best, | would say this is
a systematic targeting of our
elderly. At worst, it's elder
abuse," Stewart said. "Once an
elderly person answers one of
these letters, they end up on
every hit list going around the
world. They're not victimized
once; they're victimized several
times." He said seniors should
remember that they can't win a
prize if they haven't entered a

More Drivers Leaving Courtesy At The Curb

If you find that driving is be-
coming the realm of the rude,
you're not alone. Most Cana-
dians agree that drivers have
become more irritating over
the past five years, according
to a survey by the Canadian
Automobile Association.
Three out of four people be-
lieve driving habits are wors-
ening in Canada, the CAA
said. Only two per cent of
those surveyed said they
thought drivers were becom-
ing less abrasive, while 20
per cent said they thought the
level of decorum in traffic

hasn't changed. Aggressive
driving topped the list of the
most annoying behaviors,
with 86 per cent of survey
respondents citing it as their
number-one complaint about
other drivers.

Other annoying behaviors
include:

® Sending a text while driv-
ing, identified by 85 per cent
of respondents.

® Tailgating, identified by
78 per cent.

Turning without a signal,
identified by 73 per cent.

"They're all the sorts of things
that we were told when we
took driving lessons, or did
our driving test and first got
our license, that we really
shouldn't do," said lan Jack, a
spokesperson for the CAA.
While such problems "seem a
little bit uncivil," they're habits
"that could lead you or your
loved ones to be killed one
day," he said. "Thisisn'ta
matter of wearing white
gloves and extending your
pinky as you turn left and turn
right, it's a matter of literally
life and death for hundreds of
Canadians every year." The
national poll was released
Monday and its results, based
on responses from 5,044
Canadians, are considered
accurate to within 1.38 per-
centage points, 19 times out
of 20. The Insurance Corpo-
ration of B.C. has also singled
out worsening driver etiquette
as a problem, after conduct-
ing several surveys of its
own. The Crown insurance
provider has even launched
an ad campaign asking driv-

ers to be more appreciative of
gestures of goodwill on the
roads. "People generally feel
there's a lack of courtesy,
there's a lot of anger out there
and people are concerned
about running into aggressive
drivers," said John Vavrik, an
ICBC psychologist. "We're
tying to resurrect the wave" as
a thank-you for good man-
ners, he added. Michel Be-
dard, the director of the Centre
for Research on Safe Driving
at Lakehead University, said
that if those behind the wheel
"relax a bit more, slow down a
bit more," it would "change the
whole road environment."
According to Bedard, vehicle
collisions cost the Canadian
economy billions every year --
even though "most crashes
are preventable," he said.
Jack said the first step in fixing
the problem is to recognize
that all drivers have room to
improve. "The odds are that if
we're civil to other people,
most -- not all -- but most, will
be civil back," he said.

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London Police Chief Quits In PhoneHacking Scandal

Britain's spreading phone
hacking and police bribery
scandal forced two of Lon-
don's top police officers to
resign in less than 24 hours
and prompted Prime Minister
David Cameron to call Mon-
day for an emergency ses-
sion of Parliament. Scotland
Yard chief Paul Stephenson
stepped down Sunday night,
followed out the door Mon-
day by John Yates, assistant
commissioner of London's
Metropolitan Police. Yates
was the official who decided
two years ago not to reopen
police inquiries into phone
hacking and police bribery
by tabloid journalists, saying
he did not believe there was
any new evidence to con-
sider. Detectives reopened
the investigation earlier this
year and now say they have
the names of 3,700 potential
victims. British Home Secre-
tary Theresa May an-
nounced Monday that a po-
lice inspectorate will exam-
ine possible police corrup-
tion. She told lawmakers that
at moments like this "it is
natural to ask whom polices
the police" and announced

that the Inspectorate of Con-
stabulary would look at links
between the police and the
press in the wake of the
phone hacking scandal. The
high-profile resignations have
made it even harder Cameron
to contain the intensifying
scandal that is threatening his
leadership and knocking bil-
lions off of Rupert Murdoch's
global media empire. Parlia-
ment was to break for the
summer on Tuesday after
lawmakers grilled Murdoch,
his son James and Murdoch's
former British chief executive
Rebekah Brooks in a highly
anticipated public airing about
the scandal. Cameron said "it
may well be right to have Par-
liament meet on Wednesday
so | can make a further state-
ment." Cameron spoke in
Pretoria, South Africa, on the
first day of a two-day visit to
Africa. He had planned a
longer trip, but cut it short as
his government faces a grow-
ing number of questions
about its cozy relationship
with the Murdoch empire and
a scandal that has taken
down top police and media
figures with breathless speed.

Senior
police official John Yates was
long seen as thoroughly reli-
able and was given the most
sensitive cases to handle.
Once regarded as a "safe pair
of hands," the 52-year-old
endured prolonged, hostile
questions last week from a
parliamentary committee over
his one-day review in 2009
which concluded that there
was no evidence to justify a
further investigation. Previ-
ously, Yates led a high-profile
case in Britain known as the
cash-for-honours inquiry, a 16
-month investigation in 2006
and 2007 into whether people
who made donations to the
Labour Party were offered
peerages. No one was
charged. Yates is only the
latest casualty of the spiralling
scandal. His boss resigned
Sunday and 10 people have
been arrested. Cameron in-

sisted his Conservative-led
government had "taken very
decisive action" by setting up
a judge-led inquiry into the
wrongdoing at the now-
defunct Murdoch tabloid
News of the World and into
overall relations between Brit-
ish politicians, the media and
police. "We have helped to
ensure a large and properly
resourced police investigation
that can get to the bottom of
what happened, and wrong-
doing, and we have pretty
much demonstrated complete
transparency in terms of me-
dia contact,"” Cameron said.
Still, Cameron is under heavy
pressure after the resigna-
tions of Stephenson and
Yates, and Sunday's arrest of
Brooks & a friend of his -0
on suspicion of hacking and
police bribery. Brooks was
detained and questioned for
nine hours Sunday before
being released on bail. Her
lawyer, Stephen Parkinson,
released a defiant statement
Monday professing her inno-
cence and claiming that Lon-
don police faced serious
questions about her arrest.
Parkinson said police would
"have to give an account of
their actions" considering "the
enormous reputational dam-
age" Brooks' arrest had
caused to the social and po-
litical insider. Police are under
pressure to explain why their
original hacking investigation
several years ago failed to
find enough evidence to
prosecute anyone other than
News of the World royal re-
porter Clive Goodman and
private investigator Glenn
Mulcaire. Stephenson, the
police chief, resigned Sunday
over his ties to Neil Wallis, a
former News of the World

But in his resig-
nation speech on Sunday,
Stephenson made pointed
reference to Cameron's hiring
of Coulson.

London mayor Boris Johnson
said Monday that Yates had
guestions to answer about his
own links with Wallis, and
added that Yates resigned
after being told he would be
suspended pending an ethics
investigation. Yates will be
replaced by Assistant Com-
missioner Cressida Dick on an
interim basis. Dick is highly
regarded among her Scotland
Yard peers but has drawn

Charles de Menezes, a Brazil-
ian man mistaken for a suicide
bomber. Brooks' arrest was
the latest blow for Murdoch,
the once all-powerful figure
courted by British politicians of
all stripes. Now Murdoch is
struggling to tame the scan-
dal, which has already de-
stroyed News of the World,
cost the jobs of Brooks and
Wall Street Journal publisher
Les Hinton and sunk the me-
dia baron's dream of taking
full control of a lucrative satel-
lite broadcaster, British Sky
Broadcasting. Murdoch is ea-
ger to stop the crisis from
spreading to the United
States, where many of his
most lucrative assets d in-
cluding the Fox TV network,
20th Century Fox film studio,
The Wall Street Journal and
the New York Post 8 are
based. Sky News reported
Monday that News Corp. had
appointed a senior lawyer to
head an internal probe on
phone hacking. Brooks' arrest
had thrown into doubt her
appearance on Tuesday be-
fore the committee that also
will quiz Rupert and James
Murdoch. But her spokesman,
David Wilson, said Monday
she planned to attend. She
was the bold chief executive
of News International, Mur-
doch's British newspaper arm,

whose News of the World
stands accused of hacking
into the phones of celebrities,
politicians, other journalists
and even murder victims. But,
the revelation that journalists
accessed the phone of Milly
Dowler in search of scoops
while police were looking for
the missing 13-year-old fueled
an explosion of interest in the
long-simmering scandal. At an
appearance before U.K. law-
makers in 2003, Brooks admit-
ted that News International
had paid police for informa-
tion. But she always said she
did not know any phone hack-
ing was going on when she
was editor of News of the
World between 2000 and
2003. Police have already
arrested 10 people, including
other former News of the
World reporters and editors.
One, Press Association royal
reporter Laura Elston, was
cleared by police on Monday.
None of the others has yet
been charged. Even more
senior figures could face ar-
rest, including James Mur-
doch, chairman of BSkyB and
chief executive of his father's
European and Asian opera-
tions. James Murdoch did not
directly oversee the News of
the World, but he approved
payments to some of the pa-

per's most prominent hack-
ing victims, including
700,000 pounds ($1.1 mil-
lion) to Professional Foot-
ballers' Association chief
Gordon Taylor. James Mur-
doch said last week that he
"did not have a complete
picture" when he approved
the payouts. At Tuesday's
committee hearing, which
will be televised, politicians
will seek more details about
the scale of criminality at the
News of the World. The Mur-
dochs will try to avoid in-
criminating themselves or
doing more harm to their
business without misleading
Parliament, which is a crime.
Hinton, too, could face ques-
tioning over wrongdoing at
the News of the World dur-
ing his 12 years as executive
chairman of News Interna-
tional. But Hinton is an
American citizen living in the
U.S., so British authorities
would have to seek his ex-
tradition if he refused to
come willingly. In the latest
twist in the legal saga, Brit-
ain's Serious Fraud Office,
Britain's anti-fraud agency,
said Monday it was giving
"full consideration” to a re-
quest from a lawmaker that it

The last figure released by
the Mexican government on
the number of dead during its
4 1/2-year, military-led crack-
down on organized crime
came in January, at just over
34,000. It covered the period
from the start of the drug war
in December 2006 until the
end of 2010.

Homicides attributed to the
drug war continue across the
country on a daily basis, and
many more violent incidents
probably go unreported. Self-
censorship is widespread
among news outlets in violent
states such as Tamaulipas
and Chihuahua.

With 2011 nearing its midway
point, how many people have
been killed in Mexico?

Until May many major international news outlets covering Mexico used the general figure of 34,000 or 35,000
drug war deaths -- while bodies have kept piling up in shootouts or discovered in mass graves by the hundreds.
In the border city of Ciudad Juarez alone, for example, at least 976 people have been violently killed in the met-
ropolitan region since the beginning of 2011, reports the tally at Frontera List.

But several news outlets in Mexico, as well as the peace movement of poet Javier Sicilia , have begun citing a
figure of 40,000 dead since last month. A U.S.-based law-enforcement group favoring more liberal drug policies
assembled this online data map from news and Internet sources to arrive an estimate topping 40,000, an in-
crease of about 6,000 since the last official figure. (The Times lately has cited an estimate of at least 38,000,
based on the official figures plus an approximation for the first months of 2011 derived from mainstream Mexi-
can media tallies.)

Overall, 111 U.S. and 113 Canadian citizens were killed in Mexico in 2010, by far the most violent year in the
war, according to the last travel advisory issued by the U.S. State Department and Foreign Affairs Canada. The
advisory does not specify which of those deaths may be tied to the drug war. In addition, numerous innocent
bystanders and even infants have fallen victim to the violence.

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Norway Island Camp Massacre Bomb Attack In Downtown Oslo Kills 92

On Saturday police ques-
tioned a suspect in Friday's
terror attack, trying to deter-
mine what motivated him to
bomb a government building
in downtown Oslo and then go
on a 1 1/2-hour shooting ram-
page on a nearby island in
twin massacres that left at
least 92 people dead. Police
declined to identify the gun-
man, but Norwegian media
identified him as Anders
Behring Breivik, 32, and said
he had ties to right-wing or-
ganizations, but no known
connections to terror groups.
Police told reporters they had
discovered many more victims
after initially reporting the
death toll at 10 at the youth
camp of Norway's Labour
Party at Utoya Island, outside
the capital city. The usually
peaceful nation was reeling
after two deadly attacks Fri-
day: the shooting and a
deadly bombing that damaged
a government building in
downtown Oslo. The explo-
sion left seven people dead
and nine or 10 seriously in-
jured, police said. According
to a Reuters report, police
director Oystein Maeland said
the island attack had reached
"catastrophic dimensions."
"It's taken time to search the
area. What we know now is
that we can say that there are
at least 80 killed at Utoya,"
Maeland said. "It goes without
saying that this gives dimen-
sions to this incident that are
exceptional." Maeland also

cautioned that the death toll

from the island shooting could
increase, noting that many
were badly wounded in the
attack. A 15-year-old camper
named Elise said she heard
gunshots, but then saw a po-
lice officer and thought she
was safe. Then he started
shooting people right before
her eyes. "I saw many dead
people," said Elise, whose
father, Vidar Myhre, didn't
want her to disclose her last
name. "He first shot people on
the island. Afterward he
started shooting people in the
water." Elise said she hid be-
hind the same rock that the
killer was standing on. "I could
hear his breathing from the
top of the rock," she said. She
said it was impossible to say
how many minutes passed
while she was waiting for him
to stop. A suspect was ar-
rested in connection with both
attacks. Though police did not
release his name, Norwegian
national broadcaster NRK
identified him as Anders
Behring Breivik, 32, and said
police searched his Oslo
apartment overnight. NRK and
other Norwegian media
posted pictures of the blond,
blue-eyed Norwegian. A police
official said the suspect ap-
pears to have acted alone in
both attacks, and that "it
seems like that this is not
linked to any international
terrorist organizations at all.”
The official spoke to The As-
sociated Press on condition of

anonymity because that infor-
mation had not been officially
released by Norway's police.
Norwegian police found unde-
tonated explosives on the
island of Utoya, which an offi-
cial said a police bomb dis-
posal team and military ex-
perts were working on disarm-
ing. That official also spoke to
The Associated Press on con-
dition of anonymity. Prime
Minister Jens Stoltenberg,
whose office is in the building
that was bombed, said Nor-
way will show the world that
its democracy will only get
stronger.

Aerial images broadcast by
Norway's TV2 showed mem-
bers of a SWAT team
dressed in black arriving at
the island in boats and run-
ning up the dock.

CFB Edmonton Theft Probe Widens

Military police in Edmonton
are tracking down soldiers in
Afghanistan and asking
whether they are missing any
campers, ATVs or snowmo-
biles back home.

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Michigan Gunman Kills 7 Before Committing Suicide

A gunman opened fire in two
Michigan homes Thursday,
killing his daughter, ex-
girlfriend and five other people
before leading police on a
high-speed chase and taking
hostages inside a stranger's
home. The five-hour standoff
ended when he killed himself
as authorities were telling him
how to surrender. The hos-
tages were released un-
harmed, and 34-year-old Rod-
rick Shonte Dantzler died at
the scene of a self-inflicted
gunshot wound to the head,
police said. The hunt for
Dantzler began earlier in the
day after four people were
found dead in one Grand Rap-
ids home and three were dis-
covered in another across
town. Two of the dead were
children. "It makes no sense
to try to rationalize it, what the
motives were," police Chief
Kevin Belk said. "You just
cannot come up with a logical
reason why someone takes
seven people's lives." Follow-
ing the discovery of the bod-
ies, Dantzler led officers on a
high-speed chase, crashed his
car and took hostages he did
not know inside a random
home, police said. Dozens of
officers with guns drawn cor-
doned off a neighborhood
near a small lake in the north-
ern part of the city and shut
down nearby Interstate 96.
During the standoff, Dantzler

l
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fired sporadically at officers
and inside the house. He vac-
illated between threatening to
shoot the hostages and plead-
ing with police to take him out,
even asking negotiators
whether there were snipers
outside the home and where
he should stand, Belk said.
But he changed course after
several hours and asked how
he could surrender. Belk said
officers were talking with him
on the phone about how to
turn himself in when they
heard the gunshot. "At the
time the incident occurred, he
was talking about coming out,
giving himself up,” Belk said.
"Obviously he decided at the
last moment to fire the gun.”
The names of the dead were
not immediately released.
Autopsies were scheduled for
Friday. Records show
Dantzler was released from
state prison in 2005 after serv-
ing time for assault less than
murder. A spokesman for the
prison system said he had not
been under state supervision
since then. At one point during
the chase, the suspect
crossed a wide grassy median
on the interstate and drove the
wrong way down the highway
while more than a dozen
squad cars pursued him. Belk
said he crashed the vehicle
while driving down an em-
bankment into a wooded area
of the highway, which re-

mained closed hours later.
Two other people were shot
when the suspect fired at po-
lice during the chase, but their
wounds were not considered
life-threatening. One man was
wounded in what Belk de-
scribed as a "road rage" at
tack after the suspect fired
through the rear window of the
vehicle. A woman was hit in
the arm in a separate shoot-
ing. Carrie Colacchio lives a
little more than 1% kilometers
away from the hostage situa-
tion and said she was driving
in the area when the suspect's
vehicle blew through. "I
looked in my rearview mirror
and see this big white SUV
coming up behind me," she
said. "The only way to get out
of it was to push the gas
pedal." She couldn't turn off
the road or slow down or go
any other way and reached
about 135 km/h. "l almost got
smacked," she said. "l had to
go up on the curb." Sandra
Powney lives across the street
from one of the homes where
the shootings happened and
said she had seen Dantzler at
the ranch house, where a cou-
ple have lived for more than
20 years with two adult daugh-
ters. Powney said she had
been at home all day and did
not realize anyone had been
killed until police arrived at the
cul-de-sac in the midafter-
noon. "For a while we couldn't
come outside," she said.
"They didn't know if there was
someone still inside the
house." Neighbors said police
congregated at Dantzler's
home a few kilometers away
after the shootings. Sonia
Bergers said Dantzler lived
with a woman she
assumed was his
wife and their daugh-
ter, a girl who ap-
peared to be about
10 years old. Mary
Lahuis and her hus-
band had just re-
turned home after

having coffee at a nearby
fast-food restaurant when
police began running down
their street with guns, yelling
at people to get in their
homes. Lisa Schenden lives
with her husband and their
children two blocks from the
home where four people
were killed. She said the
homeowners are a couple
whose daughter has a
daughter with the suspect.
Schenden said she did not
hear the shooting either, but
she saw the suspect and his
daughter drive up to the
house earlier in the day.
"Just last night, my kids went
over there swimming, and |
went over with them," she
said. Outside the two-story,
wood-sided home where the
three people were killed,
neighbors stood in clumps
Thursday evening, quietly
talking as investigators
scoured the house. As offi-
cers left, people disappeared
indoors and a single police
car remained on the block.
The only indication of any-
thing unusual was three bou-
quets of flowers on the porch
steps.
