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and easier when it comes 
to deterring and de-arming 
suspects. The research 
also predicts that autono-
mous police cars will ap-
pear by 2070. These cars 
will be able to recognize 
speeding cars, identify 
license plates and auto-
matically deduct fines from 
bank accounts at the same 
time as adding points on 
driving licenses. Robots 
will also have the ability to 
conduct on the spot drink 
and drug tests in the view 
to cutting down driving 
under the influence. But 
Professor Sharkey also 
notes the dangers that the 
new technology may intro-
duce in terms of a reduc-
tion in privacy and basic 
human rights for individual 
citizens. The research sug-
gests that this may well 
lead to public outrage as 
robots will have access to 
integrated databases of all 
information of citizens, 
making them more ad-
vanced than the US Total 
Information Awareness and 
MATRIX (Multistate anti-
Terrorism Information Ex-
change) systems ï both of 
which were closed due to 
public outrage and breach 
of liberty, privacy laws and 
human rights. Professor 
Sharkey said: ñHollywood 
movies and TV shows such 
as Terminator: The Sarah 
Connor Chronicles have 
been dismissed as fantasti-
cal over the years, but this 
report, based on existing 
research and current tech-
nological developments, 
suggests that robots will 
play a much bigger role in 
society over the next 75 
years than previously an-
ticipated.ò ñThese robot 
developments could be  

According to the study, 
carried out by Professor 
Noel Sharkey of the Uni-
versity of Sheffield, the 
streets of the UK are set 
to be patrolled by a se-
ries of inter-linking robots 
designed to cut crime, 
detect weapons and free 
up police officers time. 
The study, commissioned 
by Warner Home Video 
to mark the release of 
Terminator: The Sarah 
Connor Chronicles pre-
dicts that by 2084 ad-
vanced humanoid robots 
made from inorganic 
material will have human-
like features and expres-
sions and will be able to 
arrest humans with a 
substantial constraining 
force due to their super-
strength and inability to 
feel pain. They will also 
be able to detect weap-
ons including guns, 
knives and explosives as 
well as recognizing 
drunks and aggressive 
behavior in large areas. 
Professor Sharkey un-
dertook a two-month 
project to examine the 
future of the robot in the 
UK and how it will be 

developed to aide police 
and cut down on crime. 
His research fundamen-
tally draws on the very 
latest and future robotic 
developments in Japan, 
China, South Korea, Is-
rael, USA and UK and 
builds upon current ideas 
and trends from profes-
sionals in the field from 
around the world. Central 
to his observations are 
superior knowledge ro-
bots that will have access 
to integrated databases 
of information on British 
citizens, including bank 
accounts, tax, motoring, 
shopping, criminal re-
cords and movements, 
enabling them to instan-
taneously identify who 
people are. The report 
notes that crime in the 
UK could be drastically 
reduced with the intro-
duction of these robots 
that will have the ability 
to detect weapons, sniff 
out explosives, and ar-
rest where necessary. 
These androids could be 
a welcome addition to the 
British police force and 
will make the jobs of po-
lice officers safer, quicker 
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extremely beneficial in the 
protection of citizens and 
police in the hands of be-
nevolent governments. 
But in the wrong hands, as 
warned in the movie, robot 
law enforcement could be 
a major blow to individual 
privacy and basic human 
rights.ò

Designed by Henrique Xavier as a 
degree project, at UFPE University, 
Brazil, the ROCAM, which stands 
for ñostensive round with support 
from motorcyclesò in Portuguese, is 
a high-tech bike for Brazilian police 
force that makes extensive use of 
motorcycles in their service. Pow-
ered by a 400cc motor, the Viatura 
Rocam comes integrated with a 
radio, police lights and an on-board 
computer, so the cops can ac-
cesses the INFOSEG (a Brazilian 
police network) right on the road. 
The power bike also features an 
adjustable handlebar and pedals to 
make long bike rides more comfort-
able than ever before. Separating 
the access buttons on the bikes 
handles, the ROCAM includes the

right hand side. The helmet 
comes with a Bluetooth speaker 
and microphone system that 
are connected to the handlebar 
commands. Moreover, the mo-
torcycle incorporates an active 
suspension system that can 
adjust the bike height according 

to the terrain.  
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ures 130 x 65 x 70 cm. It can 
be programmed to automati-
cally patrol a preset course, or 
a joystick can be used to con-
trol it remotely. The robot can 
also be equipped with a func-
tion to control elevators, ena-
bling it to move from floor to 
floor while making its rounds. 
While on patrol, four cameras 
mounted in the robotôs head 
and shoulders record video, 
and its sensors detect the 
presence of humans, water 
leaks and fire. When the robot 
encounters something suspi-
cious, it alerts a computer in 
the security room and sends 
video. Human security guards 
view the video footage sent by 
the robot and determine how 
to respond. Equipped with 
communication functions, the 
robot can also provide ser-
vices to the people it is watch-
ing. A touch-screen embed-
ded in the robotôs chest can 
be used to display information 

about lost children and other 
data about the surroundings, 
and a voice synthesizer en-
ables the robot to tell the time, 
provide weather data and 
make promotional announce-
ments. In addition, a contact-
less FeliCa card reader em-
bedded in the robotôs right 
shoulder means it can be 
used to check company IDs 
and verify the identity of em-
ployees at company entrance-
ways. And like Guardrobo D1, 
Reborg-Q can also be 
equipped with a fire extin-

guisher. Each robot costs 
about 380,000 yen 
($3,200), so the initial cost 
of a system is in the 1 to 2 
million yen ($8,500 to 
$17,000) range. The com-
pany plans to deploy the 
Reborg-Q system at 10 
locations around Japan.

On November 27, Sohgo Se-
curity Services (ALSOK) un-
veiled a new security system 
that relies on teamwork be-
tween robots and human se-
curity guards.

Mountie Held in Ottawa Police Officer Stabbing  
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An RCMP officer on paid medical leave following brain surgery 
and a criminal conviction is being questioned in Ottawa in con-
nection with the apparently random stabbing death of a rookie 
city police officer early Tuesday morning. A murder charge is 
anticipated, the suspect's lawyer said in a brief interview. The 
alleged killer was identified as Kevin Gregson, 43, arrested at the 
scene after Constable Eric Czapnik was stabbed outside the 
emergency department of Ottawa Hospital's Civic Campus as he 
sat in his cruiser writing up notes in an unrelated case. ñThe Ot-
tawa police are in a better position to confirm but yes, he's being 
held,ò said Mr. Gregson's Ottawa lawyer, Israel Gencher. ñHe 
was arrested in the early hours of the morning, the allegations 
took place about [4 a.m.] this morning. He's going to be formally 
charged with a murder charge, but information more than that, 
such as murder in the 1st or 2nd degree or manslaughter, I'm not 
sure.ò The slaying sent shock waves through the 1,800-plus uni-
formed and civilian members of the Ottawa Police Service, which 
had not lost an officer in the line of duty in more than a quarter-
century. Constable Czapnik was a Poland-born immigrant and 
father who had been with the force for just three years. He was 
stabbed in the neck, a police source said. The two officers had 

apparently never met before and no motive in the slaying was immediately apparent. Mr. Gregson was a Saskatchewan-based RCMP 
officer who pleaded guilty to uttering a death threat and pulling a knife on a Mormon church official in Regina in 2006, court records 
show. He received a conditional discharge after pleading guilty in a Regina court. Mr. Gencher described his client as ñassociated with 
the RCMP.ò He was expected to appear at Ottawa's downtown Elgin Street courthouse later Tuesday or possibly Wednesday. ñThe 
officer was at the hospital on an unrelated call when the incident occurred,ò said Constable Alain Boucher. The attack took place 
around 4:30 a.m. ET and the officer passed away about an hour later, police said. Paramedics and hospital staff moved quickly to 
save the officer but were unsuccessful. Two paramedics at the scene helped apprehend the suspect, said Ottawa Police Chief Vern 
White, who is expected to release further details later today. It was the first killing of an Ottawa police officer in the line of duty since 
Constable David Utman was gunned down at a shopping centre in 1983. ñOttawa is a relatively safe city for officers and the fact that 
the last murder happened in 1983 states that fact,ò Constable Boucher said. ñThese things always come as a surprise to us.ò ñIt ap-
pears our officer was in his vehicle doing notes on a call that was unrelated when the altercation or the incident happened,ò Chief 
White said. ñWe really don't know much more than that. There was no call of service in relation to this. The officer apparently was ... 
surprise attacked. ... He was at the hospital on duty, [there] doesn't appear to be a connection between the individual and the officer.ò 
Reports from the scene said a handgun ï reportedly a pellet pistol belonging to Mr. Gregson ï and a black-handled knife could be 
seen near a pool of blood on the ground. ñIt is tough,ò Chief White said. ñThis city, particularly in relation to police officers, has been 
very, very safe. We haven't lost an officer since the early 80s. Not that it would be easier. But it certainly is not something we're used 
to dealing with or managing,ò he said. ñMy condolences go out to the family and friends of this officer. And the family of the Ottawa 
police service, because very quickly you become a family member in this organization, as I found out after a couple of years.ò Mr. 
Gencher said he had spoken with Mr. Gregson at length. ñOnce the police have finished their investigation they will process him, for-
mally charge him, and he'll be brought before a Justice of the Peace 
this afternoon or early [Wednesday].ò In Mr. Gregson's previous 
brush with the law, court heard that he became angry and waved a 
knife after the Mormon bishop refused to grant him a special card 
that allows non-Mormons to enter the church's temples for certain 
ceremonies. ñYou don't know how many ways I've been taught to 
kill,ò the off-duty Mr. Gregson told the priest, the prosecution alleged. 
Several months later, he had surgery to remove cysts in his brain. A 
report said Mr. Gregson subsequently went through a native addic-
tions counselling program at Sault Ste Marie, Ont., and became an 
orderly at a mental hospital there. However, he remains a member 
of the RCMP, a police source said. Prosecutor Anthony Gerein, who 
handled Mr. Gregson's 2007 guilty plea, declined comment. 
ñBecause he is presumed innocent until further notice I won't talk 
about the past case,ò he said. ñWith criminal history and personal 
history, there are rules constraining these things é and although I 
presume he will be prosecuted, all this must be left up to Ottawa 
police and Ontario courts and we must respect that.ò

St. Louis Gets 'Gunshot-detection System' 

Last year there were 148 homi-
cides in Oakland. Today, when 
someone fires a gun on a city 
street, a network of hidden mi-
crophones kicks in ð triangu-
lating the exact location and 
alerts police.  

 
The city of St. Louis has pur-
chased a new tool (priced on 
average at $200,000 a square 
mile, according to the com-
pany) that can detect gun-
shots and within seconds no-
tify police where the shot was 
fired from and how many 
shots were fired. The system 
will only cover parts of the city 

and makes St. Louis the 30th 
city in the country to install 
such a system, the newspaper 
reported.Oakland police are in 
dire need of this kind ð or any 
kind ð of assistance. The city 
saw a 68 percent jump in 
homicides last year, for a total 
of 148 deaths. Last August, 
officials hauled away illegally 
parked cars and painted over 
gang tags in the most troubled 
areas, hoping that a crack-
down on petty crime would 
hold the line against violent 
crimes, as well. It didn't work. 
The next month, 19 people 
were shot to death. So the 
police decided to take a high 
tech approach to the problem. 
In October, the department 
spent $350,000 to install 84 
ShotSpotter sensors on roof-
tops, utility poles, and other 
inconspicuous places over 6 
square miles of urban blight. 
Since then, dispatchers have 

received roughly a dozen 
automatic alerts every day, 
each one an opportunity to get 
officers to the scene of a 
shooting while the gun is still 
smoking. The system is so 
new that the department has-
n't yet worked out procedures 
for integrating it into standard 
operations. The top brass is 
nervous about sending offi-
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loading it in the shotgun. As
