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New York City Grapples With Stabbing Death Of Good Samaritan

New Yorkers are grap-
pling with the inaction
of more than two
dozen pedestrians
who didn't help a Good
Samaritan bleeding to
death on a sidewalk
after he tried to save a
woman from a knife-
wielding man in
Queens, N.Y. Hugo
Alfredo Tale-Yax, 31,
was stabbed at about
7:20 a.m. on April 18
as he tried to help a
woman being threat-
ened by a knife-
wielding man. Surveil-
lance video from an
apartment building
captured Tale-Yax
chasing the attacker
before collapsing on
the sidewalk. Both the
woman and attacker
fled. Over the next
hour and 20 minutes,
more than 25 people
walked by and did
nothing. By the time
paramedics arrived, it
was too late and Tale-
Yax was dead. Most
ignored him. Some
stared at him lying on

the sidewalk, video
showed. One person
even took a picture
with his cell phone.
Another man rolled
him over, exposing his
bloody stab wounds,
but then he walked
away. In a city accus-
tomed to anonymity
and violence, New
Yorkers were still dis-
appointed with others.
"It's man's inhumanity
toward man," one man
told the CBC's David
Common. "They don't
care. You know, they

l ook at
'‘Oh, maybe he's
drunk.' They don't care
if he's hur
know, to stop and say,
‘Can | help you?" Psy-
chologists attribute this
behavior to the by-
stander effect, also
known as the Geno-
vese syndrome, where
the more people are
around, the less likely
it is for the person in
trouble to get help.
The most infamous
example of this behav-

som

ior, which ushered in a
new field of psychology,
was the rape and mur-

der of Kitty Genovese in

1964 in the Kew Gar-

dens section of Queens.
Her screams were heard

by a dozen people, but

each assumed someone

else would call the po-
lice. In the most recent
case, police said they

are still looking for the

woman and her at-

tacker.

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Bangkok Attacks Kill 2 Officers

Attacks dim hopes of se-
curing reconciliation plan.
Violence erupted on the
streets of the Thai capital
late Friday and early Satur-
day after a week of nego-
tiations had raised hopes
of a deal to end anti-
government protests.
Leaders of the Red Shirt
protest movement and
Thailand's prime minister
were considering a govern-
ment proposal to hold new

national elections in the
fall, more than a year
ahead of schedule. But the
overnight attacks in Bang-
kok threaten to jeopardize
a peaceful end to the pro-
tests, which have para-
lyzed areas of the capital
for nearly two months. The
latest violence killed two
people and wounded 13
others. In the first attack, a
gunman on a motorcycle
shot and killed a police offi-
cer just before midnight
near the perimeter of the
protest camp. A second
police officer was killed
around two hours later as
three grenades exploded in
the same part of the com-
mercial core where similar
attacks occurred just over
a week ago. Protest lead-
ers denied Red Shirt in-

volvement in the attacks
and urged security forces
be withdrawn from the
streets, noting they only
served as "lightning rods"
for those trying to provoke
violence. Both the shooting
and the grenade explo-
sions occurred within two
blocks of Bangkok's bar
and tourist epicenter, Pat-
pong Road. The continu-
ing violence and travel
warnings issued by dozens
of countries have thrown
Thailand's tourism industry
into a major economic de-
pression. The government
warned protesters Satur-
day that more violence
could erupt if the demon-
strations do not end soon.
Government spokesman
Panithan Wattanayagorn
said that if the Red Shirts

didn't end their occupa-
tion of Bangkok's prime
commercial district "some
people who don't wish to
see reconciliation take
place may take this op-
portunity to launch an-
other attack." He de-
scribed the unknown as-
sailants responsible for
several attacks in the
capital as "ill-intentioned
people who used terror to
try to ruin the conciliatory
atmosphere." Violence
tied to the protest & in-
cluding clashes between
demonstrators and secu-
rity forces 8 has killed 29
people and wounded
nearly 1,000.

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Detroit Police Sued Over Raid That Killed Girl

The family of a seven-year-
old girl slain in Detroit by a
police bullet during a raid
on her home filed state and
federal lawsuits Tuesday
against the police depart-
ment, claiming police knew
there were children in the
home but conducted the
raid with guns drawn any-
way. Geoffrey Fieger, the
attorney for the family of
Aiyana Jones, said Detroit
police had no legitimate
reason to throw a flash gre-
nade into the home early
Sunday. He said police,
who were looking for a
murder suspect, had the
home under surveillance
for hours. "Certainly, they
were aware children were
living in the home," Fieger
said at a news conference
at his offices in the Detroit
suburb of Southfield.
Fieger said the ages of the
other three children in the
home were: four, two and
three months. Jones's fam-
ily has filed two lawsuits
related to her death. A fed-
eral lawsuit claims police
violated the child's constitu-
tional rights and seeks an
unspecified cash award of
more than $75,000. A four-
count suit filed in Michigan
state court seeks damages

charged inside the house.
A film crew for the A&E
series The First 48 was
with police during the raid.
The show chronicles the
work of homicide detec-
tives during the critical first
two days after someone is
killed.Fieger said he has
seen video of the raid that
indicates the police ac-
count of events is full of
"utter fabrications.” He
would not say whether the
footage he saw was from
the A&E crew. He said the
video shows an officer lob-
bing a flash grenade and
then shooting into the
home from the porch.
"There is no question about
what happened because
it's in the videotape,”
Fieger said Monday. "It's
not an accident. It's not a
mistake. There was no al-
tercation. Aiyana Jones
was shot from outside on
the porch." Police want to
s e e v iAdsistant chief
Ralph Godbee said police
want to see the footage
Fieger is referring to. "If Mr.
Fieger has access to any-
thing that would be evi-
dence in this case, he
should, as an officer of the
court, get it immediately to
the Michigan State Police,
which will be investigating,"
Godbee said in an email.
Godbee also said the po-
lice department has asked
for footage shot by The
First 48 crew, which has
been in Detroit for several
months shadowing homi-
cide investigators on a
$n%a5ly d@i@ Rasis. either
Godbee nor A&E would

say whether that request
was granted.

Police have said the target

of the raid, a 34-year-old
man, was arrested in the
upstairs unit of the du-
plex. Police had warrants
to search both units, and
family members of the
slain girl were seen going
in and out of both on
Monday. The suspect has
not been charged, and it
was not immediately clear
what relationship he had
to the slain girl. The case
has been handed over to
the Michigan State Police
to avoid the appearance
of a conflict of interest,
Wayne County prosecutor
Kym Worthy said. Police
have not identified the
officer whose gun fired
the shot that killed Ai-
yana. Godbee said he is
a 14-year veteran of the
force with six to seven
years on the special re-
sponse team and that he
has been placed on paid
administrative leave
pending the outcome of
the investigation. The
officer was cleared follow-
ing a non-fatal shooting
last summer in which po-
lice returned fire after be-
ing fired upon by some-
one barricaded in a
house, Godbee said. The
Detroit police department
has been under two court
-ordered consent decrees
since 2003 aimed at,
among other things, cor-
recting how and when its
officers use force on sus-

pects.

DETROIT -- Police have
released the name of a
Detroit officer shot to death
while investigating reports
of gunfire at a suspected
drug house on the city's
east side. Police spokes-
man John Roach confirms
Monday that 42-year-old
Brian Huff was one of five
officers shot about 3:30
a.m. Huff had been on the

police force about
12 years. Roach
says Huff was
inside the vacant
duplex when he
was shot multiple
times. He is sur-
vived by a wife
and 10-year-old
son. Two of the
wounded officers
still were being
treated at a local hospital.
The other two have been
treated and released. Po-
lice say the 25-year-old
suspect also was shot and
was being treated for a
gunshot wound to the
back. He has not been
charged. A .45-caliber
handgun and 1 pound of
marijuana were recovered
at the house.

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The Latest Weapon

Athletics gun becoming
increasingly popular
among gang members

A blank-firing pistol of the
type normally used at the
start of track races is to
become illegal in the UK
after police revealed that it
was commonly becoming
the weapon of choice in
British gang warfare. The
Olympic .38 BBM, which
can be readily converted to
fire live ammunition, has
been used in burglaries,
robberies and three at-
tempted murders. The
guns are easily available
and cost as little as £35 on
the internet, or between
£60 and £80 on the high
street. But from 4 June,
the guns, which are
painted bright orange, will
be illegal to own in Britain,
the Association of Chief
Police Officers (Acpo) an-
nounced yesterday. Offi-
cers have seized 179 con-
verted Olympics from crimi-
nals in the past three
years. All but 22 of the con-
verted guns have been
recovered in London al-
though there have also
been seizures across the
country, including Bristol,

Manchester and North
Yorkshire. It is believed
that there are at least
1,300 still in Britain. In an
attempt to make sure that
those who have bought the
guns for legitimate rea-
sons, such as race starting
or dog training, are not un-
fairly penalized, Acpo has
launched an amnesty
which will run until 4 June
and will allow anyone to
take an Olympic BBM to
their local police station
without fear of prosecution.
After this date, anyone
caught in possession of
one could face a five-year
prison sentence. Assistant
Chief Constable Sue Fish,
the Acpo spokeswoman on
gun crime, said that al-
though there was no
known case of an Olympic
being used in a murder,
they were being taken out
of circulation because they
were a "significant threat to
public safety". Ms Fish
said it was not the intention
to criminalize those who
had bought the guns le-
gally. She said: "We are
acting today to deal with
the threat posed by crimi-
nal use of this firearm. Our
action means that any indi-

vidual in possession of an
unconverted or converted
Olympic .38 gun should
hand it in now or at their
earliest opportunity. This
targeted amnesty offers a
route to dispose of these
firearms without facing
prosecution for posses-
sion." David Penn from the
British Shooting Sports
Council said: "The actions
of a criminal minority have
undermined the lawful use
of this revolver and we ap-
peal to anyone in posses-
sion of an Olympic .38 BB
to hand it in to their nearest
police station.” The guns
are made in Italy and 1,500
are believed to have been
imported into the UK since
2006. Bruni, the manufac-
turers, have agreed to stop
exporting the gun to Britain
and they are being recalled
from shops. Although the
guns come brightly col-
ored, criminals paint them
black to look like the real
thing. Previously ,the only
punishment this could bring
was a possible conviction
for possession of an imita-
tion firearm. As of 4 June,
just owning an Olympic,
black or otherwise, will be
a criminal offence under
Section 5 of the 1968 Fire-
arms Act. Converted guns
are a favorite of criminals
due to the difficulties they
have in readily obtaining
live firearms. The Olym-
picsbéo
circles is down to the fact
that it is cheap and can be
converted relatively easily.
Ms Fish said further reclas-
sification of other starter-
pistols could not be ruled
out at a later date but said
the BBM had been singled

popul ari

out because "this one is
easy to modify". "It is the
only one, to our knowl-
edge, to date that has
been used to cause sig-
nificant harm through its
criminal use," she said.
Convertors realized that
the barrel can be drilled
out, making it capable of
firing either short-length
9mm ammunition or the
blanks it is designed to
fire, which can also be
converted to make the
round live. The converted
guns can then sell for up
to £400. But due to the
crudeness of the conver-
sions, the guns can be
erratic, often exploding in
the hand of its user. In
London, 12 incidents
have been identified
where an Olympic was
used, the earliest being in
March 2007. In March this
year a 17-year-old from
Islington was convicted of
the attempted murders of
Mihrac Degirmenci, 25,
and Ahmet Baysal, 28.
He used an Olympic to
shoot at the pair. He will
be sentenced on Friday.
In January 2008, James
Jones, 25, was convicted
of manufacturing firearms
and sentenced to 18
months in prison after
police found 60 empty
Olympic boxes in his flat
in Tottenham, north Lon-
don. In August last year,
Jodje Cousins, 2@, feft, | a n d
was sentenced to two
years for possession of
an Olympic. The gun was
found under floorboards
in her bedroom. Her said
she had been coerced
into hiding the pistol.
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Unpaid Traffic Tickets In Ontario Total $1 Billion

Drivers owe Ontario mu-
nicipalities more than $1
billion in outstanding traffic
tickets. The Ontario Asso-
ciation of Police Service
Boards is asking the pro-
vincial government for help
to collect unpaid traffic tick-
ets, which it complains
have grown to exceed $1
billion. Attorney General
Chris Bentley said the gov-
ernment introduced
changes last fall that gave
municipalities more power

to collect fines for speeding
and other traffic offences.
He called the unpaid fines
"a heck of a lot of money,"
and said the outstanding
sum must be collected,
both for the revenue and to
show traffic laws are being
enforced. Bentley said the
province is willing to listen
if the police boards think
they need more powers to
go after speeding motorists
from the United States who
