said on Friday. Montague
is also accused of stab-
bing his sister-in-law, a
mentally disabled
woman, more than 20
times with a point of the
axe before bursting out of
a home into the street.
"We don't know what set
him off," Roberts said
after Montague was inter-
viewed by homicide de-
tectives and taken to the
Clark County jail. "He

claims he blacked out.
He said he doesn't re-
member anything," Rob-
erts said. The boy was
found dead in the street,
near where his stroller
was found overturned.
His mother was taken to
Sunrise Hospital and
Medical Centre in critical
condition with what Rob-
erts said were disfiguring
face and head injuries.
Their names weren't im-
mediately made public.
The sister-in-law, whose
name and age also were-
n't released, was re-
ported to be in fair condi-
tion at University Medical
Centre in Las Vegas.
Neighbors saw the attack
and shouted at Montague
to stop while calling po-
lice, Roberts said. Monta-
gue left the axe in the
single-family home be-
fore police arrived, and
scuffled with officers who
tried to use a Taser to
subdue and arrest him,
said Officer Bill Cassell, a
department spokesman.

Montague is being held
without bail on charges of
murder, attempted murder
and attempted murder of a
police officer pending a
court appearance on Tues-
day morning.

Montague was described
as the caregiver for his
sister-in-law, who Roberts
said was stabbed repeat-
edly in the torso, stomach
and legs.

Strawberry Quick

(WSTB News) Police are
warning parents about a new
type of methamphetamine
being marketed toward kids.
The drug's street name is
Strawberry Quick, and police
say it looks and tastes like
candy. Meth investigators say
Strawberry Quick is a new
twist on an old drug. It hasn't
been found in Indiana yet, but
police are convinced it will be
soon. Many local parents are
just now learning about Straw-
berry Quick. They describe it
as "scary" and "eye opening."

The drug is made with straw-
berry flavoring and red food
coloring. Police say it looks
just like Pop Rocks, the candy
that fizzes in your mouth. Indi-
ana State Police Sgt. Tony
Slocum says investigators
think meth makers are trying
to track children. WSBT News
showed local parents a news
alert from State Police. It says
Strawberry Quick could be
here by the end of this year or
sooner. "It's really scary know-
ing that people just want to
target kids that are just so
young and naive, and that
have no way to know whether
or not they're being tricked
into something," said Tara
Taylor, a worried parent.
Jenny Steininger has two chil-
dren under the age of five.
"They don't have any clue.
Candy to them is just candy,"
she said. Strawberry Quick

was first found in Nevada
and California at the begin-
ning of the year. Since then,
police have found the drug in
Washington, Texas, Arkan-
sas, Minnesota and Mis-
souri. Sergeant Slocum says
he thinks it will be here soon.
"What starts on the west
coast ends up on the east
coast and to get there they
have to come through Indi-
ana," he told WSBT News.
Even though police haven't
seen Strawberry Meth in
Indiana yet, they are finding
evidence that local meth
manufacturers are changing
their recipes. For example,
at a recent meth lab bust in
northern Indiana, investiga-
tors found peppermint flavor-
ing and food coloring, but
not in a finished product.

Interpol has put 11 people
suspected in the slaying of a
Hamas militant leader in Du-
bai on its most-wanted list.
The international police
agency has issued red no-
tices, its highest-level alert, to
its member countries world-
wide for "11 internationally
wanted individuals who have
been charged by UAE-Dubai
authorities with coordinating
and committing the murder.”
Interpol says it was acting on
the request of Dubai authori-
ties, who on Thursday told
local media the investigation
into the killing of Mahmoud al-
Mabhouh points almost cer-
tainly to Israel's Mossad spy
agency. Interpol, which be-
lieves the suspects used fake
passports, issued the notices
& which include photographs
& "to limit the ability of ac-

cused murderers from travel-
ling freely using the same
false passports."

Fallout intensifies

Dubai police Chief Gen. Dahi
Khalfan Tamim was quoted on
the website of United Arab
Emirates daily The National as
saying it "is 99 per cent, if not
100 per cent, that Mossad is
standing behind the murder."
Tamim said on Monday that
an 11-member hit squad car-
rying European passports and
disguised in wigs, fake beards
and tennis clothes was behind
the mysterious killing of al-
Mabhouh, whose body was
found in a luxury hotel room in
the Persian Gulf city on Jan.
20. The fallout from the killing
continued on Thursday with
both Britain and Ireland sum-
moning Israeli ambassadors
to discuss the case after alle-
gations surfaced the suspects
used fake passports from the
two countries. Six of the sus-
pects used British passports,

with some of the names and
passport numbers corre-
sponding to British Israelis
living in Israel. The owners of
the passports did not match
the photos of the suspects
Dubai authorities released,
however.

Israel deflects questions
about case

Three suspects also used Irish
passports, but Ireland said
Wednesday the passports
were fake and the citizens
named did not exist. The re-
maining two passports were
from Germany and France.
Israel's foreign minister on
Wednesday deflected charges
that his country was involved.
"Israel never responds, never
confirms and never denies,"
Foreign Minister Avigdor Lie-
berman said in Israel's first
official comment on the affair,
then added: "I don't know why
we are assuming that Israel,
or the Mossad, used those
passports.” Israel's spy
agency has been in trouble
before for using foreign pass-
ports to disguise its agents,
most notably during a botched
assassination attempt on
Khalid Meshal, a Hamas offi-
cial and now the group's
leader. In that incident, two
agents were caught carrying
fake Canadian passports in
1997. Canada filed a formal
protest and received assur-
ances from Israel that its
agents would never again use
Canadian passports.

Laced snacks are
often more potent and longer
lasting than smoked mari-
juana. Federal authorities con-
tend that marijuana is an ille-
gal drug, no matter how it
used or who uses it, and they
don't honor the state laws.
"This appears to be represent,
once again, the federal gov-
ernment taking umbrage with
the fact that California has
legalized medical marijuana
for medical patients," Sanders'
attorney, Randolph Daar, told
the San Francisco Chronicle.

N.Y.C.'s former top cop sentenced for felonies

New York i NYC - Former

New York City police Commis-
sioner Bernard Kerik, who was
hailed as a hero alongside
former mayor Rudy Giuliani
after the Sept. 11 attacks and
nearly became chief of the
U.S. Department of Homeland
Security, has been sentenced
to four years behind bars for
eight felonies. Kerik admitted
in November that he lied to
the White House, filed false
taxes and committed other
crimes. "The fact that Mr.
Kerik would use that event

[9/11] for personal gain and
aggrandizement is a dark
place in the soul for me," fed-
eral Judge Stephen Robinson
said during the sentencing
Thursday in White Plains, N.Y.
An apologetic Kerik said be-
fore the sentence was pro-
nounced: "Allow me to return
to my wife and two little girls
as soon as possible." Federal
guidelines indicated Kerik's
sentence should be between
27 and 33 months in prison.
Robinson said he went be-
yond the guidelines because
they could not account for
certain factors. Kerik was "the
chief law enforcement officer
for the biggest and grandest
city this nation has," Robinson
said. The crimes were com-
mitted "in the process of at-
tempting to [get] a cabinet-
level position in the govern-
ment of the United States."
Kerik, 54, has already been
ordered to pay $188,000 US
in restitution and to pay past-
due taxes and penalties on six
years of tax returns. Just be-
fore pleading guilty, Kerik
spent three weeks in the
Westchester County Jail for

releasing secret pretrial infor-
mation. While there, he was
voluntarily admitted to the
psychiatric ward for observa-
tion because of stress. Doc-
tors concluded he did not
need mental care. After admit-
ting his crimes, Kerik was
freed pending sentencing. He
had to post a $1.5 million
bond, wear an electronic
monitor and generally stay
inside his home in Franklin
Lakes, N.J. In presentencing
memos to the judge, the de-
fense and prosecution painted
sharply different portraits of
Kerik. The defense spoke of
his bleak upbringing, his
steely leadership after the
attacks, his remorse and the
debt he has incurred to defend
himself. It supplied letters of
support from his son, fellow
police officers, a priest and a
man who lost two sons on
Sept. 11. There was no letter
from Giuliani. The prosecution
memo said Kerik had
"shamelessly exploited" the
attack, had shamed his gold
shield and might flee if he
weren't sent to prison right
away. Kerik was Giuliani's

Terrorists Targeting Students? Are Schools Safe?

Just months after 9/11, video-
tapes were confiscated in
Afghanistan showing al-
Qaeda terrorists training to
takeover a school. Six
months later, spokesman
Suleiman Abu Gheith boldly
declared al-Qaeda'’s "right" to
kill 2 million American chil-
dren. In 2004, an Iraqgi na-
tional with known terrorist
connections was caught with

a computer disk containing
information detailing Depart-
ment of Education crisis plan-
ning for U.S school districts.
Last year, two Saudi men -
one wearing a black trench
coat despite the Florida heat -
- terrified a busload of Tampa
schoolchildren by boarding a
school bus and remaining for
the entire ride to school, all
the while laughing and speak-

ing Arabic. And just this
month, the FBI and Home-
land Security Department
issued a "routine advisory"
bulletin to state and local offi-
cials warning that foreign
members of "extremist
groups" either already pos-
sess or are attempting to pro-
cure licenses to drive school
buses. Additionally, according
to the AP: "[The bulletin]
noted O6recent
tivity' by foreigners who either
drive school buses or are
licensed to drive them." The
dispatch went on to say that
some of these same un-
named foreigners have been
able to buy school buses right
here in the homeland. We
forget on the first day of
school in September of 2004
in the Russian town of
Beslan, approximately 100
pro-Chechan Islamic terror-
ists - many embedded as
school workers -- seized over
1,200 children and adults in
School Number One. While
the details of the siege are
quite disturbing, they must be
