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Mexican Drug Lord Killed In Gunfight

The death of Ignacio
(Nacho) Coronel near the
city of Guadalajara is the
biggest strike yet against
the Sinaloa cartel led by
Joaquin (El Chapo)
Guzman 0 Mexico's top
drug lord & since Presi-
dent Felipe Calderon
launched a military offen-
sive against drug traffick-
ers in late 2006. Accord-
ing to the FBI, which of-
fered a $5-million reward
for the 56-year-old Coro-
nel, he was believed to
be "the forerunner in pro-
ducing massive amounts
of methamphetamine in
clandestine laboratories
in Mexico, then smug-
gling it into the U.S."
Gen. Edgar Luis Villegas
said an army raid was
closing in on one of
Coronel's safe houses in
an upscale suburb of the
western city of Guadala-
jara, when the drug lord
opened fire on soldiers.
"Nacho Coronel tried to
escape and fired on mili-
tary personnel, killing one
soldier and wounding
another," Villegas said at
a news conference in
Mexico City."Responding
to the attack, this capo
died." Villegas said the
raid "significantly affects
the operational capacity
and drug distribution of

the organization run by
Guzman." Authorities say
Guzman, No. 2 Ismael
(El Mayo) Zambada and
Coronel formed the top
three capos in the Si-
naloa cartel. Coronel
allegedly controlled traf-
ficking routes through the
states of Jalisco, Colima
and parts of Michoacan
0 known as the Pacific
route for cocaine smug-
gling. Coronel's downfall
came amid persistent
allegations that
Calderon's administration
appeared to be favoring
the Sinaloa cartel, or not
hitting it as hard as other
drug gangs. Those alle-
gations have drawn an-
gry denials from the
president and his top law
enforcement officials,
who point to the 2009
arrest of Vicente (El
Vicentillo) Zambada &
the son of Ismael Zam-
bada & as proof they
were going after the
gang. Coronel's death is
the biggest blow against
Mexico's drug gangs
since drug lord Arturo
Beltran Leyva and six of
his bodyguards were
killed in a Dec. 16 raid by
Mexican marines in the
central city of Cuer-
navaca An FBI statement
on Coronel's drug traf-
ficking organization said
that "the scope of its in-
fluence and operations
penetrate throughout the
United States, Mexico
and several other Euro-
pean, Central American,
and South American
countries." During Thurs-
day's raid, helicopters
circled over the Guadala-
jara suburb of Zapopan,
as soldiers appeared to

search at least two homes.
Soldiers arrested Francisco
Quinonez Gastelum, al-
leged to be Coronel's right-
hand man and the only
associate allowed to ac-
company him to his man-
sion. "Coronel used two
homes as
and employed the tactic of
being accompanied only by
Quinonez Gastelum, to
keep a low profile and not
draw attention to himself,"
Villegas said. Coronel was
one of Mexico's most mys-
terious drug lords. On its
web page of most wanted
drug traffickers, the Mexi-
can federal attorney gen-
eral's office has three pho-
tographs of Coronel and
gives his nickname, Nacho.
There are only blanks after
"age," "place of origin," and
"personal characteristics."
The Mexican government
has described Coronel as
running his own criminal
cell out of Zapopan. In
2006 raids on four
Zapopan homes, federal
police arrested five of
Coronel's lieutenants and
seized more than $2 million
in cash, along with expen-
sive watches and jewelry,
but failed to find Coronel
himself. Coronel was born
in the northern state of
Durango, the home state of
many of Mexico's drug
traffickers and was
groomed to be a drug lord
from an early age. He rose
up under Amado Carrillo
Fuentes, the so-called
"Lord of the Skies" and
leader of the Juarez drug
cartel who died in 1997.
After Carrillo's death, Coro-
nel joined the Sinaloa car-
tel and rose through the
ranks to become the car-
tel's No. 3.

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Hells Angels Clubhouse Seized In Winnipeg

The Manitoba government
has temporarily seized a Hells
Angels clubhouse in Winnipeg
and is seeking court permis-
sion to take it over perma-
nently. Manitoba Justice has
filed a statement of claim in
the Court of Queen's Bench

for the forfeiture of the prop-
erty and its contents at 2679
Scotia St. in the city's River-
grove area. Justice Depart-
ment spokesman Gordon
Schumacher said the property
has been used as a place to
plan and carry out criminal
activity. "There are a number
of offences that we are alleg-
ing took place here, including
money laundering, breaches
of the Liquor Control Act, pro-
ceeds of crime, amongst oth-
ers. And it's based on those
charges that were here to-
day." Police said the Scotia
Street home has been a Hells
Angels Clubhouse for just
over a decade. An interim
order has allowed the prov-
ince to seize the property im-

mediately, according to a
news release issued by the
province. The claim alleges
the property was used as a
place to plan and carry out
criminal activity. That makes it
subject to forfeiture under
Manitoba's Criminal Property
Forfeiture Act. According to
the legislation, proceeds from
unlawful acts and property
used in an unlawful act may
be forfeited to the government
by order of the court. Along
with real estate, items such as
cash and vehicles can also be
forfeited. Proceeds from the
sale of forfeited property are
placed in a fund to support
activities such as:

® Compensating victims of
the unlawful activity.

Paris squatters’ Rough Removal Shown On Video

A video has surfaced showing
women and children being
forcibly removed from a make-
shift camp of immigrants in
northeast Paris. About 60 im-
migrants, mostly from the
Ivory Coast, set up tents out-
side a housing project from
which they were evicted on
July 8. They were moved be-
cause the homes in the La
Courneuve district are sched-
uled for demolition The video
recording the confrontation
with police was shot July 21

by an observer from the group
Droit au Logement (Right to
Housing). French TV network
France 24 said that by Friday
afternoon the video had been
viewed nearly 300,000 times
on French video-sharing site
Dailymotion. In the video, po-
lice officers can be seen sepa-
rating one woman from her
baby while she's on her
knees. They also pull the legs
of another woman, briefly
dragging her along the pave-
ment. A baby she had

strapped to her back can be
seen pinned under her body.
The baby is quickly picked up
by a police officer after falling
out of the woman's wrap and
landing on the pavement.
Right to Housing spokesman
Michael Hoare told CNN the
group set up the camp to pro-
test against not only their first
eviction, but also to push for
longer-term housing than what
was offered as temporary ac-
commodation. He said au-
thorities had first offered them
three nights in a hotel, then
extended the offer to 12
nights. Hoare said the immi-
grants ended up taking the
latter offer, but added there
will be talks held regarding
what will happen to them in
future. Some of the protesters
are legal immigrants and
some are not, but most have
been living in France for three
to 10 years, he said.

Hacker Extracts Cash From ATMs

A hacker has discovered a
way to force ATMs to disgorge
their cash by hijacking the
computers inside them. The
attacks demonstrated
Wednesday in Las Vegas
targeted standalone ATMs.
But they could potentially be
used against the ATMs oper-
ated by mainstream banks.
Criminals have long known
that ATMs aren't tamperproof.

His goal was to find
ways to take control of ATMs
by exploiting weaknesses in
the computers that run the
machines. He showed off his
results at the Black Hat con-
ference in Las Vegas, an an-

form of house arrest pending
further investigation. No
charges have yet been filed.
Prosecutors said the prison-
based hit squad is suspected
in three mass shootings, in-
cluding the July 18 attack on a
party in the city of Torreon,
which is near Gomez Palacio.
In that incident, gunmen fired
indiscriminately into a crowd
of mainly young people in a
rented hall, killing 17 people,
including women.

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Taser Manufacturer Admits Danger In Training Material

In training material released
earlier this year, Taser Inter-
national quietly acknowl-
edged that its conducted
energy weapons can have a
negative -- even fatal --im-
pact on humans. In stark
contrast to the company's
stance in a petition filed in
B.C. Supreme Court, the com-
pany training bulletin released
May 1 warns that,
"incapacitation involves risks
that a person may get hurt or
die." The training kit also sug-

gests that, "risk of an ECD
(electronic control device)
application having a negative
effect on a person's heart rate
and/or rhythm is not zero."
The company cautions that
Tasers could also increase the
risk of death or serious injury
for pregnant women, the eld-
erly, small children, sick peo-
ple or "low body-mass index
(BMI) persons" -- i.e. skinny
people. Taser's training mate-
rial was released two months
before the company filed a

petition asking that the find-
ings of retired judge Thomas
Braidwood's public inquiry into
the weapons be thrown out. In
that complaint, the company
had argued that Braidwood's
conclusion that Tasers have
the capacity to cause death
was unreasonable, and un-
supported by the medical evi-
dence.

Punko
was convicted of trafficking 50
kilograms of methampheta-
mines and five kilograms of
cocaine after a two-year
RCMP investigation that tar-
geted the Hells Angels chap-
ter in east Vancouver. The
Crown had asked that Punko
receive about seven years of
jail time for each of his two
convictions and appealed the
14-month sentence as
"demonstrably unfit." Smith
said the fundamental principle
that a sentence must be pro-
portionate to the gravity of the
offence and the degree of
responsibility of the offender
was not appropriately ob-
served. Justice David Tysoe,
also of the appeal court, said

Leask's approach to the sen-
tence was flawed in that he
gave undue weight to mitigat-
ing factors like Punko's guilty
plea and police conduct. Be-
tween 2004 and 2005, RCMP
paid tens of thousands of dol-
lars to purchase the metham-
phetamines as part of its sting.
The court heard Punko took a
sabbatical from his job as an
elevator repairman in 2003 in
order to become a full Hells
Angels member. He had been
convicted of obstruction of
justice in 2002 after he threat-
ened the prosecutor at another
trial involving Hells Angels
members. Punko and three
other Hells Angels members
were acquitted last year of
committing crimes for the
benefit of a criminal organiza-
tion.

The trial for two Egyptian po-
licemen charged with brutality
in the death of an activist
started Tuesday in a case that
has sparked calls to end ram-
pant police abuses in the

country. Hundreds of riot po-
lice cordoned off the court
building in Alexandria while

dozens of human rights activ-
ists protested outside, waving
pictures of Khaled Said.

B.C. RCMP Seize 23,000 Pot Plants

RCMP patrolling Carpenter
Lake, B.C., by boat found
some illegal treasure grow-
ing along the shoreline.  Offi-
cers discovered approximately
10,000 marijuana plants grow-
ing on the shore of the lake,
located about one-hour out-

side of Lillooet, on Saturday.
The next day, another 6,000
plants were found, as well as
two other sites along the
shore with thousands more
plants.

five feet tall with an accumula-
tive street value in the mil-
lions. "Drug abuse of any kind
is a serious health and social
problem," said Lillooet RCMP
Sergeant Fran Bethell. Offi-
cers on the grow-op site also
found sophisticated watering
systems with pumps, gravity-
fed water lines and miles of
hoses feeding water to the
plants, which were growing on
crown land. No one was on
the land when Mounties dis-
covered the plants, but the
level of sophistication used to
farm the marijuana suggests
the growers were experi-
enced. Investigators say the
plants likely would have been
harvested within the next few
weeks. "We know that some
of the marijuana we harvested
would have ended up in the
hands of young people," said
Bethall. No arrests have been

A former Brazilian crime
show host and state legisla-
tor accused of orchestrating
murders to boost his TV
ratings has died in hospital.
Wallace Souza died of a

heart attack at Sao Paulo's
Hospital Bandeirantes on
Tuesday, according to hospital
spokeswoman Raquel Rojas.
Souza had suffered from Budd
Chiari syndrome, a rare iliness
causing blockages to form in
the blood vessels of the liver,
and had been treated for the
disease since March, Rojas
said. The 51-year-old former
police officer and TV crime
show host had been awaiting
trial on charges of drug traf-
ficking and homicide. Souza
was known for his popular
show Canal Livre, filmed in
the jungle city of Manaus. It
featured exclusive footage

from arrests, drug busts and
grisly murder scenes. It began
in the 1980s and ran until late
2008. He parlayed his TV
fame into three terms as state
legislator for the Amazonas
region, all the while remaining
a media personality.

Souza
repeatedly denied all charges
against him and his death pre-
vents his name from being
cleared, his lawyer, Denise
Macedo, told reporters.

Souza's son, Rafael, was
jailed last August for homicide,
drug trafficking and illegal gun
possession.

Media reports said fingerprints
found at the museum helped
police find the suspect.

In 2008, O Lavrador de
Cafe (The Coffee Worker) was
stolen along with a Picasso
painting from the Sao Paulo
Museum of Art. The works had
a combined value of $56 mil-
lion US.

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Organized Crime Law Changes Unveiled

The federal government
announced new regulations
on Wednesday that target
organized crime in Canada
by designating several
"signature activities" of crimi-
nal groups as serious of-
fences. The changes already
passed by Prime Minister
Stephen Harper's cabinet
amend the Criminal Code's
definition of serious offences
to include 11 specific of-
fences, including illegal gam-
bling, as well as prostitution
and drug-related crimes.

Justice Minister Rob Nichol-
son said the measures give
police "every tool necessary"
in their organized crime inves-
tigations and deprive criminal
gangs of wealth. "When
there's money to be made
from these acts, you can bet
organized crime groups will be
involved," Nicholson told re-
porters in Montreal. The order-
in-council changing the regu-
lations was made on July 13,
according to the Canada Ga-
zette, the official publication of
the government. The move
gives police more power to
conduct wiretaps and other
investigative measures, while
also lengthening jail terms for
acts linked to organized crime.
Currently, those convicted of
serious offences can face
sentences of five years or
more in prison.

The crimes now designated as
serious offences include:

® Keeping a common gam-
ing or betting house.

® Betting, pool-selling and
bookmaking.

® Committing offences in
relation to lotteries and games
of chance.

® Cheating while playing a
game or in holding the stakes
for a game or in betting.

® Keeping a common
bawdy-house.

Various offences in the Con-
trolled Drugs and Substances
Act relating to the trafficking,
importing, exporting or pro-
duction of certain drugs.
