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Child Charged With Murder
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A child was charged with
murder and felony as-
sault in the fatal stabbing
of a 12-year-old boy,
authorities said Wednes-
day. San Diego County
district attorney's office
spokesman Steve Walker
declined to say if the
defendant was the vic-
tim's 10-year-old
neighbour who was taken
into custody shortly after
the stabbing. The
neighbour is the only
person who has been
identified by homicide
investigators as a sus-
pect. A detention hearing
was scheduled for Thurs-
day in juvenile court. The
12-year-old died Monday,
a little more than an hour
after he was stabbed in
the 10-year-old's drive-
way in a quiet, kid-
friendly neighbourhood in
El Cajon, east of San
Diego. The victim slept at
the boy's home for two
nights before he was
attacked at the end of the
holiday weekend, said
Cody Vales, a close
friend of both boys. He
said they were "like best
buddies." Vales, 16, said
the 10-year-old appeared
calmer since he began
taking a new medication

about three weeks ago,
becoming "a new kid." He
said the younger boy wasn't
one to pick a fight but ex-
ploded when he felt pro-
voked. Vales said the boy
once punched him in the
face for accidentally bump-
ing his pelvis when they
were jumping on a trampo-
line. The boy threw a tan-
trum when he spilled a cup
of water inside his house
and was asked to clean up.
"If you pushed his buttons
and cussed him out, he'd
just lose it on you," Vales
said. The 10-year-old liked
to play football and practice
Muay Thai boxing and ju-
jitsu, Vales said. He was
muscular and a little short
for his age. The 10-year-
old's adoptive mother, who
lived with the boy and her
father, was the only person
who knew how to calm him,
Vales said. She hugged
him and reassured him that
everything would be all
right. "The nicest woman
you'd ever meet," Vales
said. "If it was anybody
else, they wouldn't be able
to put up with (him)." The
victim's mother told U-T
San Diego that she knew
the 10-year-old and his
mother well. "Please don't
make it out that he was this

terrible human being,"
Lisa Carter told the
newspaper. "He's not
some monster." The
neighborhood in San
Diego's foothills is one
of modest, aging one-
story homes on narrow,
winding roads. The two
boys played often with
others at a playground
clubhouse in the mobile
home park where the
victim lived. They
sometimes pretended
to be pirates. It is un-
usual for children so
young to kill. Law en-
forcement agencies
reported 11 homicides
nationwide by children
12 and younger in
2010, the same number
as in 2009 and 2008,
according to FBI data.
James Alan Fox, a pro-
fessor of criminology,
law and public policy at
Northeastern University
in Boston, said that
1976 through 2010,
242 homicides were
committed in the United
States by children 10
and younger, according
to his analysis of FBI
statistics. Of those, 48
per cent of victims were
family, 20 per cent were
acquaintances and 8
per cent were friends.
Fox said there are typi-
cally no telltale signs to
predict such acts of
violence.
"Overwhelmingly the
most common element
is just an argument," he
said. "It's the same
motivation why kids
fight." California re-
quires that children be
at least 14 to be

charged as adults, said
Shaun Martin, a Univer-
sity of San Diego law
professor. State law al-
lows children to be de-
tained until they turn 25 if
tried and convicted as
juveniles.
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The Case Of The Drug Doqg's Sniff

Franky the drug dog's super-
sensitive nose is at the heart
of a question being put to the
U.S. Supreme Court: Does a
police dog's sniff outside a
house give officers the right to
get a search warrant for illegal
drugs, or is the sniff an uncon-
stitutional search? Florida's
highest state court has said
Franky's ability to detect mari-
juana growing inside a Miami-
area house from outside a
closed front door crossed the
constitutional line. The state's
attorney general wants the

Supreme Court to reverse that
ruling. The justices could de-
cide this month whether to
take the case, the latest dis-
pute about whether the use of
dogs to find drugs, explosives
and other illegal or dangerous
substances violates the Fourth
Amendment protection against
illegal search and seizure.
Many court watchers expect
the justices will take up the
case. "The Florida Supreme
Court adopted a very broad
reading of the Fourth Amend-
ment that is different from that
applied by other courts. It's an
interpretation that a majority of
the U.S. Supreme Court will
question," said Tom Gold-
stein, who publishes the
widely read SCOTUSblog
website and teaches at the
Harvard and Stanford law
schools. The case, Florida v.
Jardines, is being closely
monitored by law enforcement
agencies nationwide, which
depend on dogs for a wide
range of law enforcement du-

ties. "Dogs can be a police
officer's best friend because
they detect everything from
marijuana or meth labs to ex-
plosives," said Kendall Coffey,
a former U.S. attorney in Mi-
ami now in private practice.
The 8-year-old Franky retired
in June after a seven-year
career with the Miami-Dade
Police Department. He's re-
sponsible for the seizure of
more than 2.5 tons of mari-
juana and $4.9 million in drug-
contaminated money. And
because he's an amiable
chocolate Labrador, he was
used extensively in airports,
sports arenas and other
places where people congre-
gate. "He's a friendly, happy
dog," said his former handler,
Detective Douglas Bartelt,
who kept Franky after he re-
tired. "People don't have fear
because of his appearance.”
The U.S. Supreme Court has
approved drug dog sniffs in
several other major cases.
Two of those involved dogs

that detected drugs during
routine traffic stops. In another,
a dog found drugs in airport
luggage. A fourth involved a
drug-laden package in transit.
The Florida case is different
because it involves a private
residence. The high court has
repeatedly emphasized that a
home is entitled to greater pri-
vacy than cars on the road or a
suitcase in an airport. In an-
other major ruling, the justices
decided in 2001 that police
could not use thermal imaging
technology to detect heat from
marijuana grow operations
from outside a home because
the equipment could also de-
tect lawful activity. The criminal
case against Jardines is on
hold until the question involv-
ing Franky's nose is settled.
Meanwhile, Jardines is out on
bail following a 2010 arrest for
alleged armed robbery and
aggravated assault. He
pleaded not guilty in that one,
as well, and trial is set for Feb.
21.

Jamaican Police To Go On Offensive After Bloody Start To 2012

Concerned about a bloody
start to the year police high
command says the security
forces will be going on the
offensive. In a media re-
lease today, the police
promised to intensify its
operations in response to
bloodletting by marauding
gang members in St Cath-
erine, St Thomas, St An-
drew and Clarendon. "We
will, as best as possible,
conduct rapid violence attri-
bution and assessment to
identify the perpetrators
and target them for arrest
with evidence, while taking
steps to disrupt continua-
tion of attacks or revenge

attacks. We will intensify tar-
geted operations against the
involved gang members," the
release stated. In the first
week of January several drive-
by incidents have resulted in
multiple murders and shoot-
ings. The police also prom-
ised to increase stop and
search activities and spot
checks around crime hotspots
to prevent further drive-by
shootings, impose limited cur-
few operations. "There may
be temporary inconvenience
to residents, but we appeal for
patience and cooperation as
we do what is necessary to
ensure your security," the re-
lease stated.

Utah Officer Dies In Shootout That Wounded Other Officers

Search warrant in hand, a
team of bulletproof vest-
wearing officers rapped on
the door of a small, red-brick
Utah house, identifying
themselves as police. When
no one responded, authori-
ties say, the officers burst
inside. That's when the gun-
fire erupted. When it was
over Wednesday night, a 7-
year veteran officer was
dead and five of his col-
leagues were wounded,
some critically. The suspect,
an Army veteran whose es-
tranged father said suffered
from post-traumatic stress
disorder and may have been
self-medicating with mari-
juana, was injured. Now, as
the city tries to grapple with
the outburst of violence and
the loss of one of its officers,
investigators are trying to
determine how the raid as
part of a drug investigation
could have gone so terribly
wrong. "It's a very, very sad
day," an emotional Ogden
Police Chief Wayne Tar-
water said Thursday. Police
said the warrant was based
on information about possi-
ble drug activity, but would
not say what officers were
specifically looking for inside
Matthew David Stewart's
home, which sits across the
street from a Mormon church
meeting house. Stewart, 37,
was in the hospital with non-
life threatening injuries, au-
thorities said. He does not
have an attorney yet. Utah
court records show Stewart's
criminal history includes only

a 2005 conviction for a class B
misdemeanor traffic violation -
operating a vehicle without
insurance. A judge found him
guilty after a bench trial and
ordered him to pay a $350
fine. State officials also placed
a pair of tax liens on Stewart
last August. Stewart served in
the Army from July 1994 to
December 1998, spending a
year based in Fort Bragg,
N.C., and nearly three years
stationed in Germany, Army
records show. He held a post
as a communications equip-
ment specialist, earning an
Army Achievement Medal and
a National Defense Service
Medal. Both are given for
completing active service,
although they don't indicate
exceptional acts of valor.
Stewart's father, Michael
Stewart, said his son works a
night shift at a local Walmart
and may have been sleeping
when police arrived. "When
they kicked in the door, he
probably felt threatened," said
Michael Stewart, who has
been estranged from his son
for more than a year, but
keeps track of him through his
two other sons. The elder
Stewart said his son suffers
from post-traumatic stress
disorder, anxiety and depres-
sion and may have been treat-
ing it with small amounts of
pot. He said he believes his
son may have been growing
the weed himself. He said he
didn't believe his son owned
any automatic weapons and
that the family is upset by
what happened. "This is my
son's problem and we're griev-
ing for him and all of the offi-
cers," Michael Stewart said.
"I'm dead sick about it." We-
ber County Attorney Dee
Smith said it wasn't yet clear
what charges Stewart might
face once the shooting investi-
gation concludes. "But it ap-

pears right now, with the infor-
mation we have, that we have
an aggravated murder as well
as a number of other at-
tempted aggravated murders,"
Smith said, choking back
tears. Aggravated murder is a
capital crime and, if convicted,
Stewart could face the death
penalty. By midday Thursday,
more than 1,000 friends and
strangers had expressed their
support and gratitude for Fran-
com and his family on a me-
morial Facebook page with
prayers, poems and other
message. Some posters
swapped out their profile pic-
tures for a black logo with a
blue stripe representing fallen
officers. Francom's three
brothers held a short news
conference just before Thurs-
day's vigil, lauding him as an
"awesome man," who loved
adventure and was an exam-
ple of service and dedication.
"Jared died doing what he
loved," said Travis Francom,
25. "He worried at times, for
his safety. | don't think so
much for himself, but for his
family, his two little girls and
his wife ... but | don't think he
was ever afraid." Travis Fran-
com thanked the community
for the outpouring of support
shown for the family and
asked for continued prayers
for the other officers. "In addi-
tion we encourage everyone
to remember the family of the

suspect as they have a long
road ahead of them as well,"
he said. "I'm sure this must be
a difficult time for them." Au-
thorities said the conditions of
the other officers ranged from
serious to critical. They are
Ogden officers Shawn Grogan,
Kasey Burrell and Michael
Rounkles, Weber County sher-
iff's Sgt. Nate Hutchinson and
Roy officer Jason VanderWarf.
Kevin Burrell, Kasey Burrell's
father, said his son was shot in
the head. A seven-year vet-
eran of the police force, the
younger Burrell was sedated
but appears to be improving,
his father said. On Wednes-
day, witnesses said they heard
three quick pops followed by a
two- to three-minute pause,
then lots of gunfire and officers
yelling at someone to "put your
hands up," in the backyard.
Outside Stewart's house on
Thursday armed SWAT offi-
cers clothed in camouflage
remained on guard as police
continued their search of the
property. The yard was taped
off and dotted with numbered
evidence markers. Residents
said they were shocked to hear
there was any drug activity in
the area or a shootout on their
street. "This has always been a
quiet neighborhood. We've
been here for 11 years," said
Andrew Mair, who said his wife
hid in the couple's basement in
fear when the gunfire rang out.
"I've never heard anything
crazy going on.
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FB/ Changes Its Definition Of Rape

The Obama administration

says it is expanding the FBI's
more than eight-decade-old
definition of rape to reflect a
better understanding of the
crime and to broaden protec-
tions. The new definition
counts men as victims for the
first time and drops the re-
quirement that victims must
have physically resisted their
attackers. Vice-President Joe
Biden, author of the Violence
Against Women Act when he
was in the Senate, said the
new definition announced Fri-
day is a victory for women and
men "whose suffering has
gone unaccounted for over 80
years." Calling rape a
"devastating crime," the vice-
president said, "We can't solve

it unless we know the
full extent of it." The
change will increase
the number of people
counted as rape vic-
tims in FBI statistics
but will not change
federal or state laws
or alter charges or
prosecutions. It's an
important shift be-
cause lawmakers
and policymakers
use crime statistics to
allocate money and
other resources for preven-
tion and victim assistance.
The White House said the
expanded definition has been
long awaited as many states
and research groups made
similar changes in their defini-
tions of rape over recent dec-
ades. Since 1929, the FBI
has defined rape as the car-
nal knowledge of a female,
forcibly and against her will.
The revised definition covers
any gender of victim or at-
tacker and includes instances
in which the victim is incapa-
ble of giving consent because
of the influence of drugs or
alcohol or because of age.
Physical resistance is not
required. The Justice Depart-
ment said the new definition

mirrors the majority of state
rape statutes now on the
books. Congress approved
$592 million this year to ad-
dress violence against
women, including sexual as-
sault, domestic violence, dat-
ing violence and stalking,
under the Violence Against
Women Act and Family Vio-
lence Prevention and Ser-
vices Act. Of that amount,
$23 million goes to a sexual
assault services program and
$39 million to a rape preven-
tion and education program
administered by the Centers
for Disease Control and Pre-
vention. The Obama admini-
stration had sought $777 mil-
lion to combat violence
against women. The change
likely will result in big in-
creases in the number of re-
ported rapes, but it was not
immediately clear how big. To
take just one example of how
the FBI totals will change,
Chicago didn't report any
rapes to the FBI for 2010
because its broad definition of
the crime didn't match the
FBI's narrow definition. The
change has been sought by
women's groups for more
than a decade. The Women's
Law Project, on behalf of

more than 80 sexual assault
coalitions and national organi-
zations concerned about vio-
lence against women, wrote
FBI Director Robert Mueller in
2001 that the narrow definition
reflected gender-based
stereotypes and requested it
be changed. Using the old
definition, a total of 84,767
rapes were reported nation-
wide in 2010, according to the
FBI's uniform crime report
based on data from 18,000
law enforcement agencies.
Nearly 1 in 5women and 1 in
71 men in the U.S. have been
raped at some time in their
lives, according to a 2010 sur-
vey by the National Center for
Injury Prevention and Control
of the Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention, which
used a broader definition. The
revised FBI definition says that
rape is "the penetration, no
matter how slight, of the va-
gina or anus with any body
part or object," without the
consent of the victim. Also
constituting rape under the
new definition is "oral penetra-
tion by a sex organ of another
person” without consent
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Do you have change for a mil-
lion-dollar bill? Police say a
North Carolina man insisted
his million-dollar note was real
when he was buying $476
worth of items at a Walmart.
Investigators told the Winston-
Salem Journal that 53-year-old
Michael Fuller tried to buy a
vacuum cleaner, a microwave
oven and other items. Store
employees called police after
his insistence that the bill was

legitimate, and Fuller was
arrested. The largest bill in
circulation is $100. The gov-
ernment stopped making bills
of up to $10,000 in 1969.
Fuller was charged with at-
tempting to obtain property by
false pretense and uttering a
forged instrument. He is in jail
on a $17,500 bond, and itisn't
clear if he has an attorney. He
is scheduled to be in court
Tuesday.
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US Drug Agents Helped Launder Millions

Undercover agents with the
U.S. Drug Enforcement Ad-
ministration, working with
their Mexican counterparts,
helped transfer millions of
dollars in drug cash and even
escorted a shipment of co-
caine via Dallas to Spain.
The covert activities were
undertaken as part of an
operation to infiltrate and
prosecute a major Colombian
-Mexican narco-trafficking
organization moving cocaine
from Colombia to Mexico and
the United States. The un-
dercover operation, detailed
in Mexican government
documents obtained by the
New York Times, first came
to light via a Monday dis-
patch by Times reporter Gin-
ger Thompson. The docu-
ments "describe American
counternarcotics agents,
Mexican law enforcement
officials and a Colombian
informant working under-
cover together over several
months in 2007," Thompson
reported. "Together, they
conducted numerous wire
transfers of tens of thou-
sands of dollars at a time,
smuggled millions of dollars
in bulk cashd and escorted
at least one large shipment
of cocaine from Ecuador to
Dallas to Madrid." The docu-

ments "show that in 2007 the
authorities infiltrated" the op-
erations of an accused major
Colombian cocaine trafficker,
named Harold Mauricio Pov-
eda-Ortega, Thompson wrote.
Poveda-Ortega, also known
as the Rabbit, "was consid-
ered the principal cocaine
supplier to the Mexican drug
cartel leader Arturo Beltran
Leyva." Leyva was killed in
2008 in a shootout with Mexi-
can naval forces. Poveda-
Ortega was arrested in Mexico
City in November 2010. The
Mexican government docu-
ments include testimony from
a DEA special agent "who
oversaw a covert money laun-
dering investigation" into Pov-
eda-Ortega, Thompson re-
ported. The documents form
part of the file supporting a
Mexican Foreign Ministry ex-
tradition order for Poveda-
Ortega from last May 2011.
The United States, however,
has declined to indicate
whether Poveda-Ortega was
extradited to the United
States, Thompson writes. A
Justice Department spokes-
woman Laura Sweeney simi-
larly told Yahoo News Monday
that the department is "not in
a position to comment on the
specific matter." The Drug
Enforcement Administration

defended the undercover op-
eration in a written statement
given to Thompson.
"Transnational organized
groups can be defeated only
by transnational law enforce-
ment cooperation," the agency
wrote. "Such cooperation re-
quires that law enforcement
agencies 8 often from multi-
ple countries 8 coordinate
their activities, while at the
same time always acting
within their respective laws
and authorities." Former DEA
agent Robert Mazur, who
posed as a money launderer
in a similar undercover DEA
investigation targeting the
banks supporting the Medellin
drug cartel, said such under-
cover operations are neces-
sary and legitimate. Covert
drug stings are critical, he
says, in lining up evidence to
successfully prosecute the top
command and control figures
of organized crime cartels.
"This is a law enforcement
technique that has been used
for decades," Mazur told Ya-
hoo News in a telephone inter-
view Monday. "If we were to
embrace the concept that
these undercover money laun-
dering operations shouldn't be
conducted because in a small
way, they for a brief period of
time create a short term bene-
fit for the criminal, we would
be doing criminal organiza-
tions around the world the
greatest favor they could get.
We would be closing door to
one of the most effective
methods available to attack
what law enforcement calls
the command and control of
these global organizations."
The organizations targeted in
these intricate DEA stings "are
not people selling dime bags
of crack on the street, but peo-
ple trying to create terrorists
states around the world," con-
tinued Mazur (Mazur, who
retired from the DEA in 1998,

has recounted his experi-
ence infiltrating the BCCI
bank accused of money
laundering for the Colombian
drug cartel, in a book, The
Infiltrator.) Mazur also dis-
puted any comparison be-
tween the undercover DEA
case exposed by the Times
Monday and the recent con-
troversy over "Fast and Furi-
ous," the Bureau of Alcohol,
Tobacco and Firearms (ATF)
program that allegedly put
guns in the hands of Mexi-
can drug gangs. "l would
never agree in any circum-
stances it's worthwhile to put
2,000 weapons in the hands
of criminals," he said. "Each
of these operations needs to
be professionally managed
and individually scrutinized.
This one, from what | read,
is very common place, and |
don't see anything in there
that disturbs me in the least.”
Recent DEA undercover
operations have led to the
apprehension and success-
ful prosecution of two major
global arms traffickers, in-
cluding the Russian-born, so
-called "merchant of death"
Viktor Bout, who was con-
victed in November on four
counts of plotting to sell anti-
aircraft guns and other
weapons to Colombia's
FARC rebels; and the Syrian
-born "Prince of Marbella,"
Monzer al-Kassar, who was
sentenced by a New York
court in 2009 to 30 years in
prison.

that want a piece of it. Many of the old family clans that controlled trafficking in the 1980s and
90s have lost the old guard and splintered into smaller criminal groups, and the gentlemen's
rules they followed went out the window as fights over territory became increasingly violent.
Much of Mexico's drug trade is driven by U.S. demand. It is the main foreign supplier of
methamphetamine and marijuana sold in the U.S. and the main transit route for the country's
cocaine and heroin. The U.S., in turn, is the primary supplier of arms to the Mexican cartels.
About 70 per cent of the firearms recovered at crime scenes in Mexico in 2009-10 were from
the U.S., according to a June 2011 U.S. Senate report. The Mexican government's own statis-
tics reveal that almost one-third of all drug-related homicides occur in the six states that border
the U.S. Given those facts, the pressure has increased on U.S. authorities to help Mexico fight
its drug problem. Earlier this year, the U.S. began flying unarmed drones over Mexican territory
to obtain images of drug-production facilities and smuggling routes, and it has also deployed
manned aircraft to eavesdrop on cartel communications. U.S. intelligence and law enforcement
agencies have begun working more closely with their Mexican counterparts, even allowing them
to launch clandestine operations against the cartels from U.S. territory. Mexico's network of
drug cartels is nebulous and complex, with organizations merging, splintering and shifting alli-
ances in their quest to control drug-trafficking routes. Below is a rough overview of some of the
major groups involved in the country's drug trade, although there are numerous other affiliate
groups and smaller players.

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Wounded Officer Kills Suspect

Police have released the
name of a man fatally shot by
a Montreal police officer in a
downtown subway station on
Friday. Farshad Mohammadi,
a 34-year-old homeless man,

was identified with the help of
fingerprints. The shooting hap-
pened shortly before 2 p.m.
after an altercation between
Mohammadi and two respond-
ing police officers. Quebec
provincial police, who have
taken over the investigation,
offered few new details on the
incident Saturday. Martine
Asselin, a spokeswoman for
the force, said Mohammadi
attacked one of the two offi-
cers with a knife and one of
the officers then shot him mul-
tiple times. Mohammadi was

taken to hospital but was de-
clared dead by ambulance
technicians. The officer was
treated knife wounds to the
head and upper body. His
injuries aren't life threatening,
Asselin said. Another officer
was treated for shock. Mont-
real police have come under
criticism for similar incidents in
the past. A homeless man
was killed last June during a
police operation on a down-
town street. An innocent by-
stander was also struck and
killed during that incident. That

shooting revived a debate
about whether police are too
quick to use their weapons
and about the transparency of
another police force investi-
gating the incident. Quebec's
current protocol is to have
one police force investigate
another whenever someone

is injured in an operation. This
model has come under fire
because, critics say, it lacks
transparency and favours the
officer under investigation.

Police Hero - NSW Water Police Officer Saves The Life Of A Man

A man who went for a
drunken late-night dip in Syd-
ney's Darling Harbour could
have died if it wasn't for the
quick actions of a senior con-
stable, police say. The 33-
year-old was dragged uncon-
scious from the water near
Pyrmont Bridge just before
9pm (AEDT) on Tuesday.
Water police found him cling-

ing to a marker buoy but he
quickly lost his grip and
started to sink below the sur-
face. Senior Constable Glenn
Winter dived in and rescued
the man before performing
CPR aboard the police boat.
The man was later taken to
Royal Prince Alfred Hospital
and has since been released.
Police said they're unsure if
the man, who was shirtless
and wearing boardshorts at
the time, fell or dived into the
water.

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Arrest Made In L.A. Arson Spree

Authorities arrested a German
man Monday in connection
with dozens of suspected ar-
son attacks that destroyed
parked cars, scorched build-
ings and rattled much of the
nation's second-largest city
over the New Year's weekend.
Harry Burkhart, 24, was
booked for investigation of
arson of an inhabited dwelling
and was being held without
bail, authorities said. He is a
German national, but authori-
ties said they didn't know how
long he's been in the United
States. Police said he told
arresting officers he's from
Frankfurt. Burkhart was ar-
rested earlier in the day be-
cause he resembled a "person
of interest" captured on sur-
veillance video. He was
stopped by a reserve sheriff's
deputy in a van being sought
by arson investigators, who
did not rule out the possibility
that others may be involved.
More than 50 blazes have
flared since Friday in Holly-
wood, neighbouring West Hol-
lywood and the San Fernando
Valley, causing about $3 mil-
lion in damage. Firefighters
have not responded to any
other suspicious fires since
Burkhart was detained. Police
declined to reveal any motive
for the fires. When asked at a

news conference about re-
ports that an immigration
problem with Burkhart's
mother may have been a fac-
tor, authorities declined to
comment. "We are very confi-
dent in this arrest, but we
have a long way to go," said
Police Chief Charlie Beck,
who mentioned receiving in-
formation from federal authori-
ties who recognized Burkhart
from the video. They believed
he had been involved in re-
moval hearings in immigration
court, but they didn't specify
how he was involved. Galina
lllarionova, who lives in the
same apartment complex as
the suspect, told reporters
through a Russian translator
that an agitated Burkhart vis-
ited her Sunday and said his
mother was having some kind
of legal trouble. He told her his
mother was in trouble with
authorities and wanted II-
larionova to attend a legal
hearing with him, but he later
said he didn't need her help.
The blazes forced many apart-
ment dwellers from their
homes. But there were no
serious injuries one firefighter
was hurt in a fall from a lad-
der, and another person suf-
fered smoke inhalation. Most
of the fires began in cars, and
authorities have not said how

they were started. One of Sat-
urday's fires occurred at the
Hollywood and Highland en-
tertainment complex, a popu-
lar tourist destination bordered
by the Walk of Fame in a
neighbourhood that includes
Grauman's Chinese Theatre.
Damaged buildings included a
former home of Doors singer
Jim Morrison in Laurel Can-
yon. The onslaught of inten-
tionally set fires left residents
on edge over the holiday
weekend in some of the most
densely populated areas of
the city. Hundreds of investi-
gators, police officers and
firefighters raced
to deal with the
blazes. Police
conducted extra
patrols all week-
end, and the
noise of helicop-
ters and sirens
persisted virtually
nonstop in Holly-
wood. Even long-
time firefighters
struggled to recall
an arson outbreak
involving so many fires. Los
Angeles County Sheriff's De-
partment Division Chief James
Lopez recalled a notorious
case from a generation ago,
when California arson investi-
gator John Orr was sentenced
to life in prison without parole
for the 1984 killings of four
people in one of multiple ar-
sons he set over the course of
years. "Sometimes it's patho-
logical in nature," Lopez said.

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Murder At Mexican Mall

Two decapitated bodies were
found inside a burning SUV
early Wednesday at the en-
trance to one of Mexico's most
luxurious malls, feeding fears
drug violence is infiltrating
privileged realms previously
thought safe. Police recovered
the mutilated bodies before
dawn off a toll highway at a
shopping mall entrance in the
heart of the Santa Fe district
that's a haven for international
corporations, diplomats and
the wealthy. The heads and a
threatening message were
dumped a few yards (meters)
away, Mexico City prosecutors
said in a statement. Hours
later, the government released
a drug war body count re-
cording more than 47,500
victims in five years, echoing
independent death tolls tabu-
lated by Mexican media. Local
media published images of the
charred car and reported that
a note written on hot pink pa-
per was signed by the drug
gang Mano con Ojos, or Hand
with Eyes. Mexican police had
said the gang was weakened
by the arrest of its leader,
Oscar Osvaldo Garcia, in Au-
gust. The victims, a man and
a woman in their 30s, had not
been identified, prosecutors
said. They said the SUV with
license plates from neighbor-
ing Mexico state had been
stolen. The Centro Santa Fe
mall where the charred car
was found is one of the coun-
try's largest and most glamor-
ous, housing high-end retail-
ers like Coach, Prada, Hugo

Boss, Saks Fifth Ave-
nue and Mexican de-
partment store Palacio
de Hierro. The dump
scene was cleaned up
so quickly that shop-
pers weren't even
aware anything had
happened. The car
was left only hours
before Mexico City
Mayor Marcelo Ebrard
guided a tour of a bridge con-
struction site 300 yards
(meters) away. Ebrard
spokesman Diego Gutierrez
said there was nothing to indi-
cate the bodies were a mes-
sage to the mayor. Mexico's
sprawling capital has been
something of a haven from the
brutal cartel violence that has
claimed thousands of lives
along the U.S. border and in
outlying states. But gangs
have been fighting over an
increasingly lucrative local
drug market for more than a
year, mainly in the capital's
working class outer neighbor-
hoods and suburbs. The
Santa Fe district has been
spared much of that violence
and managed to maintain its
reputation as a manicured
bubble built atop a former
landfill on the western edge of
Mexico City. The financial
district houses the Mexican
headquarters of major corpo-
rations, Hewlett Packard and
IBM among them, and
Iberoamerican University, one
of Mexico's top private
schools. Modern, heavily
guarded high-rises where
wealthy Mexicans and foreign-
ers live dot the hilly land-
scape. But as the fight among
splintering drug cartels intensi-
fies, brazen attackers have
reached even into the coun-
try's most guarded districts. "If
they don't put an end to this, it
could become more frighten-
ing here," said Christian Falbi,
a 24-year-old college student
who lives in an apartment

building within walking dis-
tance of the mall. Erubiel Ti-
rado, a security expert who
teaches at Iberoamerican Uni-
versity, said the attack shows
the government's law enforce-
ment strategy has not dis-
suaded increasingly brutal
drug traffickers. "We are talk-
ing about an area that is under
24-hour surveillance by police
and private security and sup-
posedly one of the safest in
the capital and in the country,
and yet they can act with im-
punity,” Tirado said. It was a
regular day at the mall with
dozens of cars parked in the
lots and hundreds of shoppers
visiting the jewelry shops,
shoe and department stores.
Roberto Herrera, a 52-year-
old salesman for a bottling
company headquartered in a
building across the street from
the mall, wasn't surprised by
the news. "We have lived with
this situation for a while and
we are no longer shocked
because this is what's been
happening in Veracruz, Aca-
pulco and Monterrey," said
Herrera, who was having
lunch with a co-worker at the
T.G.l. Friday's restaurant in-
side the mall. In October, the
Mano con Ojos gang claimed
responsibility for leaving two
severed heads on a street
across from the nation's top
military base in Mexico City.
The gang was once part of the
Beltran Leyva drug cartel, and
authorities say it has killed
dozens while trying to force-
fully recruit local drug dealers
to its ranks. Nationwide,
47,515 drug-related killings
occurred from December
2006, when President Felipe
Calderon deployed thousands
of troops to drug hot spots,
through September 2011, the
Attorney General's Office said
Wednesday. Drug-related
killings rose 11 per cent in the
first nine months of 2011,
when 12,903 people were

killed, compared to 11,583 in
the same period of 2010, the
office said. The figures indi-
cate that three-quarters of all
homicides in Mexico are now
linked to the drug war. The
Attorney General's Office
found one small consolation:
"It's the first year (since
2006) that the homicide rate
increase has been lower
compared to the previous
years." There was a 70 per
cent jumped in drug-related
killings for the same nine-
month period of 2010 com-
pared to January-September
2009, when 6,815 deaths
were recorded. Prosecutors
said the vast majority of last
year's killings occurred in
eight of Mexico's 32 states.
The Mexican government
had been periodically releas-
ing the number of drug war
dead, but it stopped a year
ago when the number
reached nearly 35,000. Mex-
ico's freedom of information
agency had said it would ask
for an investigation if prose-
cutors didn't release the data
requested by several jour-
nalists by Wednesday. Also
Wednesday, Public Safety
Secretary Genaro Garcia
Luna said during a confer-
ence in Washington D.C.
that in the first five years of
the offensive against drug
cartels, Mexico's federal
police had arrested 2,700
gang suspects and 205 gang
leaders, had investigated
283,000 extortion complaints
and seized 10,000 tons of
marijuana, 111 tons of co-
caine and seized 136,000
weapons, 11,000 grenades
and 13 million rounds of
ammunition. Garcia Luna
said Mexico has seized $935
million dollars presumed

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Police Officer Shot, Killed By Fellow Officer Trying To Arrest Him

A police officer under investi-
gation for sexual misconduct
with a teenage minor was
shot and killed while on duty
by fellow officers Saturday as
they tried to arrest him on
California's central coast,
authorities said. The officer
was manning a DUI check-
point when the shooting oc-
curred shortly after 1 a.m. He
was declared dead after
emergency surgery at Marian
Medical Center, Santa Maria
police Chief Danny Macagni
said in a statement. The offi-

cer, a four-year
Santa Maria de-
partment veteran,
had just learned
of the internal
investigation of
an alleged sexual
relationship with a
17-year-old girl,
and it became
necessary to ar-
rest him immedi-
ately, Macagni said. "We had
no choice," Macagni said in
video of an afternoon news
conference posted by KCOY-
TV. He said investigators had
evidence "that demanded that
we go out and take this officer
off the street immediately."
Supervising officers were sent
to make a felony arrest, but he
struggled with them when they
arrived, first putting up a
physical fight, then firing his
gun but hitting no one,
Macagni said. "He chose to
resist, he drew his weapon, a

fight ensued, he fired his
weapon," the chief said. Sev-
eral officers came to help the
police making the arrest, and
one of them shot the sus-
pected officer in the chest
once, Macagni said. Detec-
tives had begun investigating
the alleged relationship on
Thursday night, and minutes
before the shooting had con-
firmed that an "inappropriate"
and "very explicit" relationship
had been going on, Macagni
said. He said he could not
give details because of the
sensitivity of the investigation,
but "there was some witness
intimidation involved" and the
arrest couldn't wait for a more
proper time or place. "The
information that we had in
hand demanded that we not
let him leave that scene, getin
a car, drive somewhere, it
would put the public at risk,"
Macagni said at the news con-
ference. "We just did not know

Mexican Drug Kingpin To Plead Guilty

Mexican drug cartel kingpin
Benjamin Arellano Felix will
plead guilty to unspecified

charges, the U.S. attorney's

office in San Diego said
Wednesday. Spokeswoman
Debra Hartman said she could
not elaborate in advance of

the filing. Arellano Felix is
expected in federal court
Wednesday afternoon.
Arellano Felix headed a once-
mighty cartel that came to
power in Tijuana, Mexico, in
the late 1980s. He had been
under indictment in the U.S.
since 2003 and is one of the
highest-profile kingpins to face
prosecution in the United
States. Defence attorney An-
thony Colombo did not imme-
diately respond to a phone call
seeking comment. Arellano
Felix was extradited from
Mexico in April 2011 to face
drug, money-laundering and
racketeering charges. Arellano
Felix was incarcerated in Mex-
ico since his 2002 arrest and
was sentenced in 2007 to 22
years in prison on drug traf-

ment says Arellano Felix
was the principal organizer
and top leader of the
Arellano Felix cartel going
back to 1986, and that the
cartel tortured and killed
rivals in the United States
and Mexico as it smuggled
tons of Mexican marijuana
and Colombian cocaine. The
cartel, which was known to
dissolve the bodies of its
enemies in vats of lye, be-
gan to lose influence along
California's border with Mex-
ico after Arellano Felix was
arrested in 2002. A month
earlier, his brother, Ramon,
called the cartel's top en-
forcer, died in a shootout
with Mexican authorities
